1 - The definitions proposed here are ones among many. We had long discussions about what is energy at the InterEnerStat meetings and I am not sure if what is proposed here is the best definition. We should revisit that at the next OCG meeting.

2 - See 1. See also the comments from Karen on energy products. We are not sure for instance of the generated by human activities; how should fuel wood be treated for instance...

4 - It should be added here that the energy markets are becoming more and more global; so the need for countries to contribute to the overall transparency of the energy markets and to report energy statistics using comparable, definitions, etc...

5 - I would not say that reserves and resources are generally not considered as part of energy statistics, I would prefer to say that they are generally not collected in basic energy statistics but in other

specific questionnaires.

6 - Yes. We do agree that we need to discuss the whole paragraph. The list proposed of products, for instance, need to be thoroughly discussed.

8 - Why the "Also for energy planning"? There are several other fields why it is important to distinguish between renewables and non-renewables.

9 - For the energy production boundary, we might be in conflict with some of the current definitions and reporting; for instance for heat, some organisations only take care of the heat which is sold.

What does the UN Manual "Concepts and methods" say?

10 - I suggest that we look at what came out of InterEnerStat about territory.

12 and 13 - Once again, refer to Karen's comment on energy sector.
