4.3 Cause of death

Statistics on deaths classified according to underlying
cause of death are shown in several tables of the
Demographic Yearbook. In order to promote international
comparability of cause of death statistics, the World
Health Organization organizes and conducts an
international Conference for the revision of the
International Classification of Diseases (ICD) on a regular
basis in order to insure that the Classification is kept ­
current with the most recent clinical and statistical
concepts. Although revisions provide an up-to-date
version of the lCD, such revisions create several
problems related to the comparability of cause of death
statistics. The first is the lack of comparability over time
that inevitably accompanies the use of a new
classification. The second problem affects comparability
batween countries or areas because countries may adopt
the new classification at different times. The more
refined the classification becomes, the greater is the need
for expert clinical diagnosis of cause of death. In many
countries or areas few of the deaths occur in the
presence of an attendant who is medically trained, i.e.
most deaths are certified by a lay attendant. Because the
ICD contains many diagnoses that cannot be identified by
a non-medical person, the ICD does not always promote
international comparability particularly between countries
or areas where the level of medical services differs
widely.

To provide readers some guidance in the use of
statistics on cause of death, the following section gives a
brief history of the International Classification of Diseases
(ICD), compares classification of the 1975 (ninth) revision
with that of the 1965 (eighth) revision, compares the
tabulation lists used in the Demographic Yearbook from
the eighth and ninth revisions and finally presents some
of the recommendations on maternal mortality, perinatal
mortality and lay reporting of cause of death.

The history of the International Classification of
Diseases may be traced to classifications proposed by
William Farr and Marc d'Espine. In 1855, a classification
of 138 rubrics proposed by these two authors was
adopted by the first International Statistical Congress.
According to the main principle for developing this
classification, diseases were grouped by anatomical site.
Subsequently, Jacques Bertillon revised this classification
taking into account the classifications used in England,
Germany and Switzerland. The International Statistical
Institute (the succassor to the International Statistical
Congress) adopted it in 1893 and strongly encouraged its
use by member countries in order to promote
international comparability in cause of death statistics.
Under the direction of the French government, the first
international Conference for the Revision of the Bertillon,
or International, Classification of Causes of Death was
held in Paris in 1900.

4.3 Causes de deces

Plusieurs tableaux de I'Annuaire demographique presentent les
deces classes par cause. Pour assurer la comparabilite internationale
des statistiques des causes de deces, l'Organisation mondiale de la
sante organise regulierement des conferences internationales de revision
de la Classification internationale des maladies (CIM) et veille ainsi a
I'aligner, au fur et a mesure, sur les progres les plus recents de la
medecine clinique et de la statistique.
Bien que ces revisions aboutissent al'elaboration d'une version
actualisee de la CIM, elle,pose plusieurs problemes de comparabilite des
statistiques des causes de deces. Le premier de ces problemes tient au
manque de comparabilite dans Ie temps, qui accompagne inevitablement
la mise en oeuvre d'une classification nouvelle. Le deuxieme est celui de
la comparabilite entre pays ou zones, car les differents pays peuvent
adopter la classification nouvelle a des epoques differentes. Plus la
classification se precise, plus il faut s'appuyer sur un diagnostic clinique
competent des causes de deces. Dans beaucoup de pays ou zones, iI
est rare que les deces se produisent en presence d'un temoin possedant
une formation medicale, c'est-a-dire que Ie certificat de deces est Ie
plus souvent etabli par un temoin non qualifie medicalement. Comme la
CIM offre de nombreux diagnostics qu'i1 est impossible d'etablir si I'a
n'a pas de formation en medecine, elle ne favorise pas toujours la
comparabilite internationale, notamment entre pays ou zones ou la
qualite des services medicaux est tres differente.

Pour donner au lecteur une certaine idee de I'utilisation des
statistiques etablies selon la cause de deces, les paragraphes qui
suivent donnent un aperlfu de la Classification internationale des
maladies (CIM), comparent la Classification de 1975 (ge revision) avec
calle de 1965 (8e revision!. comparent les tableaux presentes dans
I'Annuaire demographique entre la huitieme et la neuvieme revision, et
exposent enfin un certain nombre de recommendations concernant la
mortalite liee a la maternite, la mortalite perinatale et la declaration des
causes de deces par des personnes non qualifiees.

Le Classification internationale des maladies remonte a celles qui ont
ete proposees par William Farr et Marc d'Espine. En 1855, ces deux
auteurs ont propose une classification en 138 rubriques, adoptee
ensuite par Ie premier Congres international de statistique. Cette
classification reposait essentiellement sur un regroupement des
maladies selon leur site anatomique. Par la suite, Jacques Bertillon I'a
modifiee en tenant compte des nomenclatures utilisees en Angleterre,
Allemagne et Suisse. L'lnstitut international de statistique, qui avait
succede au Congres international de statistique, a adopte la proposition
de Bertillon en 1893 et en a vivement encourage I'usage par les pays
membres, afin d'assurer la comparabilite internationale des statistiques
des causes de deces. Sous I'egide du Gouvernement franlfais, la
premiere Conference internationale pour la revision de la Classification
internationale des causes de deces, dite Classification Bertillon, s'est
tenue a Paris en 1900.
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From then on a revision Conference was held during each
decade in order to update this Bertillon classification.

This early work established that the axis of the
International Classification of Diseases (ICD), as it has
become known, refers to a etiology rather than
manifestation. The major goals of the decennial revision
of the ICD are to promote international comparability in
cause of death statistics while maintaining a
classification which uses current levels of medical
knOWledge as the criteria for including specific detailed
codes or rubrics.

Following several revisions, the Sixth Decennial
Revision Conference held in 1948 under the auspices of
the World Hea:th Organization, which had earlier been
given responsibility for the revision of the classification,
marked a milestone in international co-operation in vital
and health statistics by defining the concept of underlying
cause of death, by expanding the content of the
classification to include both mortality and morbidity, and
by initiating a programme of international co-operation in
vital and health statistics. Although subsequent revisions
have changed the ICD in a variety of ways, cause of
death statistics since the sixth revision are characterized
by continuity.

The 1975 (ninth) revision is the latest revision of the
ICD. In general the changes created in the ninth revision
do not craate major discrepancies in the cause of death
statistics shown in the Demographic Yearbook for several
reasons: first, tha structure of the classification itself is
similar for both the eighth and ninth revision; and
secondly, the tabulation list developed from the ninth
revision was designed to maximize comparability with
List B from the eighth revision.17. Each of these are
discussed in greater datail below.

Ensuite, une conference de revision a eu lieu tous les dix ans afin de
mettre a jour la classification Bertillon.

Ces premiers travaux ont fait apparaitre que la Classification
internationale des maladies (CIM), nom qu'elle portait desormais.
s'appuyait sur I'etiologie des maladies plutot que sur leurs symptomes.
Les buts principaux de la revision decennale de la CIM sont de favoriser
la comparabilite internationale des statistiques des causes de deces,
tout an conservant une classification qui s'appuie sur Ie niveau
contemporain des connaissances medicales comme critere d'inclusion
des codes ou de rubriques specifiques dans la classification.

A la suite de plusieurs revisions, la Sixieme conference decennale de
revision, qui s'est tenue en 1948 sous les auspices de l'Organisation
mondiale de la sante recemment chargee de reviser la classification --, a
marque une etape historique dans la cooperation internationale pour
I'etablissement des statistiques de I'etat civil et de la sante, en
d6finissant Ie concept de cause initiale du deces. en elargissant la
classification a la morbidite, et en inaugurant un programme de
cooperation international8 dans Ie domaine des statistiques de I'etat civil
et de la sante. Bien que les revisions ulterieures aient modifie la CIM a
bien des egards, les statistiques des causes de daces sont
caracterisees, depuis la sixieme revision, par leur continuite.

La neuvieme revision, de 1975, est la derniere quO ait connue la CIM.
En general, les modifications qui y ont ete introduites n'influencent pas
profondement les statistiques des causes de deces qui figurent dans
I'Annuaire demographique, et cela pour plusieurs raisons. En premier
lieu, Ie cadre de la Classification est Ie mt1me selon la huitieme et la
neuvieme revision; en second lieu, la presentation statistique resultant
de la neuvieme revision a ete conltue de falt0n a assurer une
comparabilite maximale avec la liste B de la huitieme revision 17.

Chacun.de ces points est analyse ci-apras.
