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1. SUBJECT MATTER: Advanced Statistics
2. LENGTH: Two Years

3. Admission Requirements
To be admitted to the Advanced Diploma in Applied Statistics course, an applicant must meet the following entry requirements

a. Completed A/L secondary education; or

b. Completed O/L secondary education and passed in Foundation Course Level II of the MCHE with an average of 65 or above.

c. Mature Students (above 21 years) having experience in the field of Statistics.
4. Goals of the Course

a. To improve the capacity of government personnel in generating statistics and in using statistics for informed decision making and planning;

b. To expand access to further education and training within the ountry to large number of secondary school leavers; 

c. To provided a stand-alone qualification for students who are seeking knowledge and skills in applied statistics
5. Objectives of the Course

By the completion of this course, students should have:

a. acquired the skills to undertake statistical data collection and analysis with standard quality;

b. content knowledge equivalent to two years university level in subject of study;

c. an understanding of the historical, philosophical, social and environmental context of their subject disciplines in relation to Maldives;

d. acquired the aptitude and skills for independent study;

e. ability and willingness to reflect on the origins, purpose and consequences of their actions; and

f. Commitment and desire to further their education and learning.
