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Questions:

Q1. Does your organization offer a formal training programme on official statistics? If yes, what kind of courses do you offer? (subject matter, length, level of target audience)

Yes.


It was stated clearly in the 2007 Statistical Act. that NSO shall have the authority and duty, among the others, on “Disseminating statistics and organizing education and training on statistics”. Therefore, Thai NSO has been offering training programme on official statistics to all statistical units of Line Ministries. That is an Intermediate training course on Statistics.  

The subject matter covers related topics introducing a whole process of conducting standard survey and disseminating official statistics, ranging from scope and coverage of statistics, elementary statistics, sampling techniques and methods of estimation, regression and correlation analysis, index number, time series analysis, data collection technique, questionnaire design, data processing, data analysis and data dissemination

: The course lasts for 4 months; 2½ months for theory and 1½ month for practical in the field work


: Target audience is the government/state-enterprise official / employee with at least bachelor degree. 

Q2. To your knowledge, are there other national institutions (universities, government training centers), that offer training in official statistics?


: There are departments of Statistics/Applied Statistics in related faculties, namely faculty of commerce and accountancy, faculty of sciences, faculty of education etc. in most of the government/private universities in Thailand.
