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Introduction

“Operational Strategy of the Central Statistical Bureau for 2007 – 2009” is a medium-term planning document that regulates performance of tasks set out in the legislation and complies with the functions and tasks defined in the Official Statistics Law and By-Laws of the Central Statistical Bureau.

The Operational Strategy of the CSB is stipulated by the laws and regulations of the Republic of Latvia and tasks stated in the EU legal acts that contain guidance for their implementation.

Elaboration of the Operational Strategy of the CSB has been performed for the purpose of improvement in the process of planning the medium-term budget, directly linking policy planning documents, measures for its implementation with the available and necessary funding from the budget. Every year the Operational Strategy of the CSB will be adjusted to the budget planning process. The strategy will promote efficient and coordinated use of state budget resources, in order to achieve CSB’s objectives.

With the accession to the European Union, as well as provision of compliance with requirements of the EU legislation and constantly increasing need for statistical information, it is necessary to ensure gathering of new indicators, improvement of methodology and reduction in deadlines of data production that require additional administrative and financial resources and introduction of new technologies and organisational measures. The Operational Strategy sets forth the main medium-term guidelines, as well as measures for more advantageous use of financial resources taking into account the increasing volume of work.

1. General

1.1. Operational objectives and operational mandate (competence, mandate)

According to the laws of the Republic of Latvia, Cabinet Regulations and the By-Laws of the Central Statistical Bureau, the CSB is a direct administration body subordinated to the Ministry of Economics and acting as the main performer and coordinator of the official statistical work in the country. The CSB is responsible for organization of the statistical work and authenticity of the data it has produced by summarizing the information obtained from respondents.

The framework document governing the official statistics and CSB's activity is the Official Statistics Law of the Republic of Latvia. The Law was adopted by the Saeima
 on 6 November 1997 and amended on 28 January 1999, 18 March and 7 October 2004, 16 March 2006.

The Official Statistics Law sets out:

· main tasks of the official statistics, obligations and rights of the CSB and other institutions dealing with the production of statistics;

· funding procedure of the CSB;

· forms of statistical observations and observation methods;

· procedure for submission of the official statistical information, rights and obligations of respondents;

· provisions for use and dissemination of the state statistical information, provisions of statistical confidentiality;

The Official Statistics Law was drafted in compliance with the legal provisions and standards of the Regulation No. 322/97 on Community statistics issued by the European Council on 17 February 1997 (this regulation is informally referred to as the Statistics Law of the European Union). In order to ensure higher quality to a maximum extent from both ethical and professional aspects, the official statistics similarly to the Community statistics must be impartial, reliable, transparent, relevant to the needs of users, statistically confidential, and it must use all the available resources in an efficient way. 

The Cabinet Regulation No. 994 “By-Laws of the Central Statistical Bureau of Latvia” issued on 30 November 2004 defines the objective of CSB activity: to establish and develop a unified national statistical system in Latvia for economic, demographic, social and environmental phenomena and processes in compliance with internationally recognized principles. The Regulations set forth functions, tasks and rights of the Bureau, its structure, procedure for ensuring the rule of law in the bureau’s activity and reporting procedures.

On 16 December 1999 the Saeima adopted the Law “On Population Census”. This Law provided the legal framework necessary for population census in 2000 and further censuses. The Law states that in Latvia population censuses must be performed at least every ten years.

In order to fulfil requirements of the Sections 4 and 5 of the Official Statistics Law, the Cabinet of Ministers issues Regulations on the VSIP that comprises the official state statistics (not only that of the CSB, but also the statistics collected by other institutions) every year. It contains the information on the necessity and substantiation for performance of work, identifies information sources and methods, periodicity of production and degree of detailed elaboration.

As at January 2007 the CSB has to comply with 245 EU legal acts binding in the field of statistics, including 166 Regulations of the Parliament, Council or Commission, 66 Commission Decisions, 12 EU Directives and other EU laws and regulations.

The CSB provides the compliance of its activity with principles set out in the European Statistics Code of Practice
 that was adopted by the Statistical Programme Committee on 24 February 2005 and approved by the European Commission on 25 May 2005.

The Code of Practice sets out 15 principles:

- professional independence;

- mandate for data collection;

- adequacy of resources;

- quality commitment;

- statistical confidentiality;

- impartiality and objectivity;

- approved methodology;

- relevant statistical procedures;

- reduction of excessive burden on respondents;

- cost-effectiveness;

- relevance;

- accuracy and reliability;

- timeliness and punctuality;

- coherence and comparability;

- availability and clarity.

The above mentioned principles must be applied in the development of Community Statistics. The Code has two purposes: firstly, to improve the trust in the work of statistical authorities by proposing some institutional and organisational measures, and, secondly, to promote the reliability and quality of the statistics provided and disseminated, thus encouraging constant application of best international statistical principles, methods and practice among all providers of official statistics.

The CSB’s statistical work is performed according to the fundamental principles of official statistics adopted during the special session of the United Nations Statistical Commission from 11 to 15 April 1994. The most significant principles are:

- availability of statistical information for any user under the same conditions;

- transparency of data sources, methods and procedures;

- training of users;

- balanced use of data collection methods, including collection from administrative sources, taking into account the quality of data, costs and burden on respondents;

- relevant and publicly available laws and regulations in the field of statistics, cooperation of statistical institutions within the country and internationally;

- application of internationally recognised concepts, classifications and methods.

1.2. Main tasks, actions and measures

1.2.1. Main objective, mission

The MAIN OBJECTIVE (mission) of the CSB is to provide domestic and foreign data users with timely, precise, complete, comprehensible and internationally comparable statistical information on the economic, demographical, social and environmental phenomena and processes using contemporary solutions of information technologies and best practices in the sector.

1.2.2. Vision

The CSB is the main coordinator of statistical processes and producer of the statistical information in Latvia. The quality of information produced by the CSB corresponds to standards of the European Statistics Code of Practice. CSB data collection, processing and dissemination principles are appropriately documented, and correspond entirely to the international examples of best practice and are publicly available.

During the process of data preparation the CSB applies such data collection approaches, alternative data sources, data processing methods and mathematical models, which will enable reduction of burden on respondents for preparation of reports.

Methods convenient for the users are applied for dissemination of statistical data – the Web has become the primary form of data dissemination. The prepared statistical information is supplemented with statements on the quality of data.

The level of competence of the CSB’s personnel allows expressing the interests of Latvia to international institutions. Methods applied for the training of personnel provide for rapid acquisition of skills, as well as ensure improvement of competence for current employees.

1.2.3. Tasks, actions, objectives and measures

The CSB’s strategy sets forth the following lines of action and tasks that ensure the implementation of functions and tasks delegated to it and promote the improvement of efficient implementation:

1. To provide the Saeima, state and municipal institutions and the general public, considering their needs, with accurate, reliable and timely statistical information necessary for adoption of decisions, as well as for promotion of research and exchange of ideas. To ensure that the statistical information is clear and comprehensible, available to data users in appropriate and convenient form.

Line of action:

To improve possibilities of necessary data collection and usage for all groups of information users - the public administration sector, entrepreneurs, academic and research personnel, as well as other interested parties.

Objectives:

· to improve the relevance of statistical information to the needs of data users.

Measures:

· to conduct regular surveys of data users on satisfaction with CSB's products, services, quality of the data provided and their relevance to the needs of data users;

· to begin qualitative surveys on satisfaction of data users with particular statistical products and services;

· to perform analysis of the results of data user surveys and develop an action plan for elimination of shortcomings and provision of improvements.

· to improve the availability of the statistical information and metadata.

Measures:

·  to increase the volume of data to be published in the on-line data bases by publishing there the data under the management of the CSB in compliance with the VSIP;

· to increase the volume of methodological materials available to data users and improve their content, thus, ensuring better understanding of methods and sources used in the preparation of statistical data;

· to develop a system for documentation of CSB’s surveys and publish it on the CSB’s Web site;

· to develop a periodical data collection on the annual structural statistics of companies for the needs of national users;

· to organise seminars for data users raising awareness of latest developments in the field of statistical information;

· to prepare national methodological manual on summarizing business structural statistics, as well as develop data basis of structural statistics of business.

· to promote in-depth analysis of statistical information providing the access to anonymised individual statistical information for research and scientific purposes, simultaneously strictly observing the principles of statistical confidentiality.

Measures:

· to prepare anonymised data files of household surveys applying anonymisation methods recommended by EUROSTAT;

·  to elaborate regulations that will regulate the access to the anonymised data of surveys of persons;

· to provide data users with the information on opportunities to use the existing anonymous data of surveys of persons under the management of the CSB for performance of scientific research and procedures to be conducted for acquisition thereof;

· to set up work places for data users (SAFE CENTRE), who will work with the anonymised files of individual data at CSB’s disposal in the CSB premises.

· to provide users of statistical tourism information with data on travellers after joining the Schengen convention.

Measures:

· to improve the methodology of surveys conducted within the framework of tourism statistics, providing for changes in volumes of samplings, conducting the accounting of persons crossing borders in a breakdown by flows and residents / non-residents;

· to use administrative data sources for calculation of separate indicators of tourism statistics.

2. To coordinate the official statistical information flow on all national levels, as well as mutual harmonisation of the statistical indicators to be included in state registers and other information systems.

Line of action:

To improve the process of acquiring statistical data for the purpose of increasing the quality of the received information and reduce the burden on respondents.

Objectives:

· to exclude from statistical reports request for the respondents to provide information available in registers of national importance
. to integrate the information of administrative registers into statistical registers increasing the volume of information from administrative registers to be used for production of statistics.

Measures:

· to conduct analysis of administrative data sources, in order to identify indicators to be used for statistical purposes;

· to elaborate description of the correspondence of indicators in administrative data sources and statistical report indicators to be used for statistical purposes;

· to use administrative data sources for the verification of statistical data, assessment of their quality and data imputations (calculations of missing data);

· to use the administrative information for the development of sampling design and testing, when planning surveys conducted by the use of samplings;

· to start using administrative data in the process of preparing annual business statistics, financial statistics and short-term statistics of retail and service turnover;

· to use advanced models of statistics assessment based on interconnection between statistical and administrative information.

· to improve the quality of data to be submitted, reduce the time consumption necessary for the preparation of statistical surveys in filling out reports through cooperation with sectoral associations and experts in the respective field.

Measures:

· to evaluate the burden on respondents and opportunities to optimise the sampling;

· to assess possibilities of simplifying report forms, improve their content taking into account feedback from respondents, eliminate the most frequent mistakes, as well as methodological changes;

· to improve the instructions on filling in the reports;

· to prepare and plan changes in the field of structural statistics of companies and short-term statistics that are related to the introduction of NACE Rev.2 classification, and plan the recalculation of historical data series according to the classification of NACE Rev. 2.

· to involve more extensively the Advisory Group on Business Statistics in the preparation of National Programme of Statistical Information and assessment of new statistical surveys receiving the evaluations from specialists in the sector before launching a survey.

Measures:

· to organise at least once in a quarter meetings of the Advisory Group on Business Statistics for the purpose of finding out the opinion of respondents on the topical problems of filling in reports.

· to increase the proportion of reports to be submitted in electronic form developing the opportunities for respondents to submit reports in electronic form by the help of e-report system and using the opportunities and advantages provided by the most up-to-date information technologies.

· to activate measures of promoting the e-report actively informing respondents on advantages of the e-report system;

· to establish a user support service for the e-report;

· to organise regular trainings on use of the e-report system.

3. To provide organisation of statistical processes independently from other political, regulatory, administration institutions and bodies, as well as from the private sector.

Line of action:

To strengthen the independence of the CSB in organisation and performance of statistical processes and data dissemination and improve the image of CSB as the producer of official statistics in Latvia;

Objectives:

· to activate cooperation with the mass media, publicly commenting on statistical issues, including on criticism and interpretation of the official statistics.

Measures:

· to organise regular press conferences in cases of publishing the most important statistical indicators;

· to provide mass media with the necessary statistical information as soon as possible;

· to improve the knowledge level of CSB’s employees regarding issues related to the preparation of information for the mass media.

· to prepare proposals on changes of the CSB’s legal status providing its compliance with the principles set out in the European Statistics Code of Practice.

Measures:

· to activate the operations of the working group for the assessment of CSB’s legal status established by the MoE on 11 November 2005.

4. To comply with the operational principles of the system quality declaration determined by the European Statistics.

4. To comply with the principles set forth in the European Statistics Code of Practice.

Line of action:

To improve the quality of statistical processes and products by the introduction of the Total Quality Management System (TQMS) and the Balanced System for Definition and Maintenance of Strategic Aims.

Objectives:

· to provide constant monitoring and management of the quality of statistical products and processes.

Measures:

· to develop the scheme of CSB’s key processes;

· to document quality guidelines and inform the general public thereon;

· to develop a system (laboratory) for testing statistical reports involving the potential respondents and experts in its operation;

· to train employees regarding the quality of statistics, quality indicators, preparation of quality reports, performance of surveys of statistical data users;

· to establish storage for VKVS documentation;

· to develop a software for Balanced Definition and Maintenance of Strategic Aims.

· to review regularly and reasonably the correspondence of summarised statistical data to the needs of data users involving independent experts and specialists of other sectors in case of necessity;

Measures:

· to provide regular monitoring of the performance of tasks stated in the summary of EU requirements;

· to notify regularly the Advisory Group on Business Statistics of the process of approving Regulations and Directives and planned changes in reports and possibilities to use administrative data sources;

· to develop a system (laboratory) for testing statistical reports involving the potential respondents and experts in its operation.

Measures:

· to perform testing of the new report among the potential respondents and receive the expert evaluation before its introduction;

· to receive evaluation from sectoral experts and respondents on the amendments made, when introducing changes to the reports;

· to exploit the potential of information and communication technologies, new methods in conducting surveys in order to provide for efficient use of resources.

Measures:

· to increase the proportion of interviews conducted via telephone;
· to research actively the opportunities to obtain new information during surveys of legal entities and natural persons.

· to provide for the improvement of professional skills of the personnel and reduce employee turnover, thus enhancing the quality of general statistics. to extend the knowledge of employees regarding issues of statistics and quality.

Measures:

· to elaborate individual training schedules for employees according to the specific character of their work responsibilities and knowledge level;

· to conduct regularly the initial training of new employees and provide them with information about current events in the institution;

· to prepare the annual training schedule in accordance with assessment protocols concerning the activities of officials and employees and results thereof;

· to elaborate competence charts for all positions listing the professional and personal skills and abilities necessary for fulfilling work responsibilities; 

· to organise open days during which the interested parties get acquainted with products, services and projects of the CSB;

· to introduce career development management.

5. To cooperate actively with international institutions and to be knowledgeable and reliable cooperation partner.

Line of action:

To become an active participant in the European Statistical System ensuring the fulfilment of EU requirements, as well as actively defending the national interests of Latvia, taking into account the burden on respondents, needs of domestic data users and peculiarities of Latvia as a small country in the process of data dissemination.

Objective:

· to promote the development of the international statistical system.

Measures:

· to participate in working groups of the European Council and EUROSTAT, international conferences actively expressing the position of Latvia;

· to consult with associations of entrepreneurs and data users during the process of drafting legal acts of the European Union assessing the potential benefit and burden on respondents in preparation of reports.

1.3. Assessment of the operational environment and capacity

The operational environment and capacity of the CSB are influenced by both external and internal factors. The most important to mention is the participation of Latvia in the European Union that determines both increasingly high requirements for the production of indicators directly related to the balancing of the burden on respondents and needs of data users and needs and requirements of domestic data users. 

1.3.1. Cooperation with respondents

The CSB obtains the initial statistical information by conducting regular (annual, quarterly, monthly) and single surveys of respondents (companies, organisations and residents and their households). The sampling method is used extensively for identification of the sample of respondents. The CSB use different types of sectoral and inter-sectoral reports for data collection: 25 monthly, 29 quarterly/semi-annual and 61 annual reports.

The statistical information is collected according to the Official Statistics Law of the Republic of Latvia that provides for the respondent’s responsibility to submit on time and to full extent qualitative and accurate statistical information, which is prepared in compliance with the regulatory documents approved by the CSB or, upon agreement with it, another state or municipal institution. 

The operation of statistics is based on such significant fundamental principles as confidentiality and data protection. Individual statistical data are produced for statistical purposes and used only for elaboration of summaries, grouping of data and the analysis of socio-economic phenomena and processes.

Statistical information is obtained from respondents by conducting personal interviews. These are done both at respondents’ places of residence and via telephone. Every year the service of interviewers conducts 10 surveys on average questioning more than 70 thousand households.

In order to provide statistical surveys and produce the data, the information from administrative registers, data bases and information systems existing in the country is used, thus reducing the burden on respondents and gaining opportunities for additional verification of data. Currently the CSB uses data from more than 95 administrative data sources, including the State Revenue Service, State Treasury, Real Estate State Cadastral Register of the SLS, Population Register, holder of the data basis of the Enterprise Register - SIA “LURSOFT IT”, Bank of Latvia, Financial and Capital Market Commission, as well as different ministries and their subordinated institutions. 

The CSB has established a system for electronic collection of statistical reports (e-Report) providing the opportunity to fill in and submit statistical reports on-line, thus reducing costs of data acquisition and accelerating data processing. At the end of 2006 it was possible to fill in 49 reports in the e-Report system. More than 5 thousand respondents have registered themselves in the system (approximately 15% of the total number of respondents). 

1.3.2. Providing for the needs of data users 

It is stipulated by the Official Statistics Law that one of the tasks of CSB is to provide the Saeima, national and local institutions and the general public with the statistical information required for decision-making as well as for the promotion of research and exchange of opinions.

The CSB fulfils the tasks stated in the Law through publications, Web site and online data bases. In order to publish the most important statistical indicators and inform the general public, the CSB actively involves representatives of mass media, for the needs of whom they prepare press releases and organise press conferences. 140 press releases were prepared in 2006, and 6 press conferences were organised. 

For users, who need detailed and specific statistical information, the CSB provides information preparation services allowing data users to obtain unpublished information. In 2006 the CSB provided responses to 1772 information requests. 

Identification of data users’ needs in the country is done by elaboration of annual State Statistical Information Programme (VSIP), within the framework of which the development and degree of detailed elaboration of statistical indicators is coordinated with the most significant information users in both public administration and private sector.

In order to provide the analysis of satisfying data users’ needs, every two years a survey of statistical data users is conducted, which allows identifying the problematic issues and respectively make the necessary improvements. 

1.3.3. Integration into the European Statistical System

Statistics, as one of the first sectors concluded the negotiations of accession to the European Union on the section “Statistics” already in 2000 providing the necessary international comparability of Latvian statistical indicators and their compliance with requirements of the EU laws and regulations (Acquis Communautaire) in the field of statistics. At the moment of accession to the EU the compliance of Latvian statistical indicators to the EU requirements overall accounted for 91%, and the number was even higher in separate topics. 

After the accession to the EU the CSB has been working on the provision of the compliance of separate statistical indicators with EU requirements, paying particular attention to the increase in the quality, timeliness and reliability of statistical indicators. At the end of 2006 the compliance of Latvian statistical indicators with EU requirements accounted for 93%. Also introduction of the requirements of the new EU laws and regulations is continued, because new laws and regulations are drafted and adopted every year to provide both international and domestic users with statistical information on the changes made for successful progress of political and economic planning. 

The volume of EU statistical indicators is a variable, which provides for the introduction of new statistical surveys extending the scope of statistical indicators, development of new classifications and improvement of the existing ones, as well as enhancement of the methodology. By regularly participating in meetings of EUROSTAT committees and working groups Latvian statistics experts have the opportunity to take part in the development and discussion of new laws and regulations promoting timely formulation of Latvia’s position and its awareness of new requirements. 

Latvian statistics specialists have participated in significant international fora and conferences on issues of developing and improving the field of statistics exchanging their experiences in relation to the changes made to Latvian statistics and the progressive methods of data processing introduced. 

1.3.4. Coordination of statistical processes in the country

According to the Official Statistics Law the CSB coordinates the national flow of all statistical information, as well as mutual harmonisation of statistical indicators to be included in state registers and other information systems, and activities of ministries, other state institutions and local governments concerning issues of statistics. It takes the form of centralized supervision of preparing the set of instruments for statistical observations to be implemented, annual registration of the set of instruments for data collection of other state institutions, preparation of the VSIP defined in the Official Statistics Law of the Republic of Latvia and submission of it for approval to the Cabinet of Ministers and coordination of the operation of the Unified Economic Information Classification System.


The National Programme of Statistical Information contains all state statistical information that is collected and summarised by the CSB, ministries and other institutions. Information is available for data users in the institution responsible for the collection of respective information.

 The programme has formulated the content of statistical information, indicated the information source, periodicity, method of producing the summary data and available statistical data production sets, for example, in breakdown by sectors, state administrative territories, types of activity etc. 

1.3.5. Personnel

At the beginning of 2007 the CSB’s system had 508 permanent positions, 474 of which were occupied. Positions of civil servants accounted for 47% of all permanent positions. The CSB’s system permanently employs also approximately 100 different specialists – interviewers, price collectors, technical workers etc., as well as specialists for implementation of various international projects are employed on temporary basis. 16% of permanent employees work in regional structural units.

CSB’s employees have a high level of education. As at the beginning of 2007, 72% of employees working in the CSB’s central office and 51% of employees working in regional structural units have higher education; 47 employees have obtained a master’s degree and three have a doctor’s degree.

In order to improve professional skills of employees, the opportunities provided by the Latvian School of Public Administration are actively used. In 2005, 366 person-days were dedicated to the studies at the Latvian School of Public Administration, while in 2006 – 342 person-days. 

The opportunity to have in-service training in EUROSTAT and statistical authorities of other member countries, as well as short-term visits for the exchange of experiences considerably improves professional skills of civil service officers, extends the knowledge on the manner of work in the EU institutions, enhance the methodological knowledge in the field of statistics, as well as increase the level of general knowledge of employees and allow to get acquainted in practice with the experience of employees working in statistical authorities of the old member states. 

In 2006, 32 CSB employees participated in five visits for the exchange of experience, three of which were funded from the resources of the Transition Facility Multi-Beneficiary Programme for Administrative Capacity Building in 2004. 

Since 1998, 19 CSB employees have undergone in-service training in EUROSTAT and statistical authorities of member states. 

In 2006, 26 employees participated in 23 different training courses abroad on data analysis and modelling, statistics of national accounts, issues of PRODCOM statistics, quality management in statistics, price indices and other topics.

To provide that the new CSB’s employees get acquainted with the working environment, the CSB has developed a programme for training of new employees and informative seminars, during which employees become aware of the CSB's history, tasks to be performed, composition of personnel, requirements of record-keeping, internal information system and tasks of structural units.

In 2006, the employee turnover in the CSB decreased considerably. In 2005 it accounted for 14.9% in the CSB’s system and 17.3% (in 2004 – 15%) in the central office, whereas in 2006 the numbers were respectively 9.5% and 11.0%. 

1.3.6. Organisational structure of the Central Statistical Bureau

Performance of CSB’s key functions – production of statistical information - is provided by 5 departments: the Price Statistics Department, Agricultural and Environment Statistics Department, Macroeconomic Statistics Department, Social Statistics Department, Business Statistics Department, as well as two independent divisions: Mathematical Support Division and Statistical Methodology and Organisation Division. Collection of the statistical data from respondents is carried out by four data collection and processing centres, three of which are located outside Riga. 

Performance of support functions in the CSB is provided by four departments: the Administrative Department, Information, Publishing and Printing Department, Informatics Department, International Project Management and Financial Department, as well as EU Affairs Coordination Division, Legal Division, Personnel Management Division.

In 2007, changes were introduced to the CSB’s structure – the Social Statistics Department was supplemented with the Population Census Section, responsibilities of which are performance of preparatory works for this event and management of its process. Furthermore it is planned to optimise performance of separate functions – structural units dealing with issues of statistical methodology will be merged in one separate department, which will be in charge of issues of statistical methodology and quality. 

Introducing progressive solutions in the field of data collection, the CSB has established the Centre of Telephone Interviews in Preiļi, responsibility of which is conducting surveys of Latvia's population over telephone. Such practice of telephone interviews is very popular in countries of the European Union, but it must be noted that Latvia is the first one of the Baltic States, where the national statistics authority will use telephone interviews for collection of data on population. 

Application of this method in CSB’s research will allow residents to answer questions at the time appropriate for them not waiting for the interviewer to visit them at home. In its turn, it will provide the opportunity for the CSB to reduce costs of surveys. 

Organisational structure of the Central Statistical Bureau
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2. Programme section of the Strategy

2.1. Description of the situation

National accounts and public finance statistics play a significant role in the convergence process of Latvia assessing and analysing the possible participation of the country in the Economic and Monetary Union. 

The main task of the statistics of national accounts is to provide international statistical institutions and domestic users with the data on current processes in the national economics in compliance with methodological requirements of the 1993 SNA and 1995 ESA. The information collected by almost all other CSB’s departments and divisions, and their calculated price indices, as well as the summary information from external data sources is used for preparation of the statistics of national accounts. After the accession to the European Union calculation of resources has started, detailed descriptions of calculation methods and used sources, which will provide the clearness of implemented processes, are prepared. 

The task of the statistics of public finance is to participate in the process of preparing national accounts, paying particular attention to summarisation of data of the general government sector and providing separately marked information – calculations of the budget deficit of the general government and national debt that are known as the Maastricht criteria. These tasks are considerably expanding taking into account the preparation of information in compliance with the EU Regulation on fulfilment of quarterly national debts and taking over from the Bank of Latvia the responsibility for preparation of quarterly finance accounts of the government sector and submission of them to the EU institutions. 

However, in 2005 the fulfilment of requirements of the existing Regulations of the European Union in the field of the statistics of national accounts was provided by not more than 50% in terms of the number of statistical indicators. The main shortcoming lies in the fact that because of uncoordinated and incomplete raw data sources the last cost-output charts, which is fundamentally a broad data array and basis of the account system, are available only for 1998 (according to the requirements of Regulations they must be prepared every five years), difficulties are in the preparation of tables of requests and offers, the annual financial accounts are prepared with considerable delay in time, a lack of sufficiently detailed initial information for their preparation occurs. Regional accounts are not prepared in full amount. 

The level of fulfilling requirements is negatively affected by the considerable employee turnover in the Macroeconomic Statistics Department and the inadequate experience and professional skills of new employees related to it. There is a risk that preparation of complete, timely and qualitative statistical information according to requirements of the Economic and Monetary Union will be encumbered. The amendments in the Regulation on the programme for transmission of the data of national accounts planned by the European Commission provide for the reduction of deadlines for data submission simultaneously increasing the volume of data.
Foreign trade statistics summarises information on the external trade of Latvia in a breakdown by countries and goods. According to the requirements of EU Regulations the statistics of foreign trade consists of two parts: 

EXTRASTAT, where accounting is based on the data of customs freight declarations.

INTRASTAT introduced on 1 May 2004. It is an accounting system for trading of goods with EU member states according to which the information is obtained from statistical reports. 

Every month data files on the external trade are sent to the Statistical Office of the European Communities EUROSTAT in compliance with EU Regulations. Since May 2004 the information on INTRASTAT and EXTRASTAT is sent separately. 

In accordance with the summary of EUROSTAT’s Statistical Requirements Compendium the information is provided in a complete form and in compliance with requirements proposed concerning deadlines of sending the data and periodicity.

The volume and specification of data to be prepared will increase along with Latvia’s accession to the Economic and Monetary Union. 

Price statistics calculates indices of consumption, producer, construction and foreign trade prices, as well as collects information for the needs of the European International Comparison Programme.

The information necessary for the calculation of CPI is obtained by the help of price collectors conducting surveys on consumption prices in Riga and 13 district centres. The CPI “basket” contains more than 400 goods and services, prices of which are regularly registered surveying approximately 2.4 thousand different objects of trade and paid services. Every month a total of more than 18 thousand prices are monitored. Specifications of the monitored goods and services are maintained constant for the whole year.

Existing requirements of the European Union in the field of the Harmonised Index of Consumption Prices (HICP) are fulfilled. The quality of data on the HICP basically complies with the requirements proposed by the European Union.

The producer price index in the industry is an indicator characterising changes in producer prices within a definite period of time. It is calculated on the basis of monthly prices for particular goods in selected companies. The particular goods are selected by employees of the statistics authority meeting with specialists of the companies included in the sampling.

Currently more than 2 thousand prices in approximately 550 companies are being surveyed. The proportion of these companies exceeds 75% of the volume of sales in the industry.

Calculations of industry’s producer price indices are improved in accordance with the requirements for short-term statistical indicators set out in Regulations of the European Commission. 

Business statistics includes collection, summarisation, analysis and publication of the data of short-term, annual structural statistics of companies, including those related to foreign countries, and statistical data characterising the development of information society, business finances, real estate, as well as separate types of economic activities.

The short-term statistics provide significant information on the demand, output and prices, and it is used as essential indicators for quarterly national accounts. The series of indicators of the economic and monetary policy in sectors of industry, construction, retail and services are collected, summarised and published every month or quarter according to the EU methodology and in compliance with the degree of detailed elaboration and dissemination deadlines stipulated in the Council Regulation 1165/983. Separate indicators of the short-term statistics are included in the list of PEEI, and it is important to provide the implementation of publication deadlines, reliability and compliance with the highest international standards.

The development of types of economic activities in industry sectors are characterised by the production volume index that describes the current activity, turnover and indicators of new orders or accumulated ones of sectors, which are significant indicators of production in future. Data on the turnover of industry and new orders are divided by transactions that are related to the domestic and foreign market. In order to be more successfully prepared for the accession of Latvia to the EU Monetary Union, the industrial statistics summarises the information on the turnover of industrial production and volume of new orders in the countries of the Euro zone.

Every quarter the index of construction production and volume of new construction orders are calculated. New orders in the construction sector are the new general contracts on performance of construction works with contracting authorities that are not other construction companies. Requirements of EUROSTAT concerning the preparation of indicators in the construction sector are completely fulfilled. The range of indicators prepared for the needs of national users exceeds the requirements of EUROSTAT, i.e., the data published include not only information on preparatory works for construction sites and construction of buildings, structures and their parts, and engineering structures, but also assembly of engineering systems and finishing of construction works (works of plasterers, painters, woodworkers etc.). 

In order to calculate indicators of issued construction permits, the data (documents issued to the contracting authority or builder according to the procedure set out in General Construction Regulations acknowledging the right to perform construction works at the site) are obtained from construction boards of cities, districts and rural municipalities.

Monthly data on the retail turnover at comparable prices in national accounts is the most significant indicator of household consumption being the largest component of expenditure. These data are collected once a month and published according to the EU requirements on the 30th day following the reporting month. Along with the short-term industrial and retail statistics also the development of service statistics is significant, especially for “recurrently sensitive” sectors. The characteristic indicator of this sector’s development – index of turnover in service sectors – is summarised once per quarter and published in two months following the reference quarter. Since 2005 the monthly turnover index is calculated for several types of (business) services. According to the requirements of the Council Regulation 58/97
 the business structural statistics comprises detailed information on the structure, operation, competitiveness and operational success of EU companies on the class, group or sector level of the NACE Revision 1.1 summarising the data from different information sources: 

· data on companies are produced surveying them by the help of sampling method; 

· data on natural persons, who are engaged in professional activity, are obtained from the SRS; 

· data on the operation of pension funds and insurance services are obtained from the Financial and Capital Market Commission; 

· data on the operation of credit institutions are provided by the Bank of Latvia. 

Data of business structural statistics are prepared twice a year (previous and final data) according to the requirements stipulated in the Regulation. 

In order to assess tendencies of economic globalisation, the summarisation of data on foreign affiliates in Latvia within the framework of business structural statistics has been started. The direct connection with the business structural statistics allows comparison among companies, which are controlled by foreign capital, and nationally controlled companies. For implementation of experimental research within the framework of statistics of foreign affiliates the project “Export and Import of Goods and Service in Foreign Affiliates” is started, and the data on characteristic indicators (number, turnover and number of employees) of the operation of companies controlled by Latvia abroad, in particular countries and sectors.

The statistics of information society that is collected according to the requirements of the Regulation 808/2004 has a high priority status and significant basis for the development of Latvia’s policy and the joint policy of Europe taking into account the structural changes of economy. Every year the Commission Regulation, according to which the implementation of the European Parliament and Council Regulation (EC) No. 808/2004 takes place, is approved, and it identifies particular indicators that must be included in the annual survey.

Such surveys were conducted with the support of the European Commission for the first time for the year 2004, and they comprise the data on use of information and communication technologies (ICT) in households, business, as well as the data on the development of e-commerce. During the surveys information describing the level of computer and Internet usage and main obstacles that disturb using these technologies is obtained.

The survey of businesses on the use of ICT and e-commerce is conducted since 2001. 

Regular work is done for preparation of general economic data on the sector of information and communication technologies. 

Summarisation of statistical data on production and sales of industrial products (according to the PRODCOM list including approximately 4600 products) is based on the Council and Commission Regulations6, which determine principles of data collection and the respective changes in the list of products. The data are collected according to the complete PRODCOM list not only in the way set out in the Regulation (once a year), but also, taking into account the interests of local data users, once per quarter. One of the most important tasks is regular work to simplify the PRODCOM list, improve the quality and harmonise methodology. The data fully comply with the requirements stipulated in the Regulation and provide an insight into the diversity and volumes of products manufactured in Latvia; they are significant for the assessment of industrial products’ manufacturing potential, development and opportunities in the EU and global market.

By providing data users with the information they are interested in, the range of indicators of the real estate statistics is extended and improved. Along with the introduction of new quarterly report on the real estate market in 2007 the data on sale and rent of dwelling houses, apartments and non-residential buildings, as well as offices and commercial premises will be produced. 

The use of information from the Real Estate State Cadastral Register of the SLS ensures the development of main indicators for housing stock.

The Report on Management of the Housing Stock and survey of private rental apartments provides the information necessary for calculations of estimated and actual rent and forms the basis for participation in the European Comparison Programme, ensures in perspective regular information for calculation of the price index.

The fundamental task of the statistical business register is to maintain the data basis of economically active companies for conducting statistical surveys, provide information on the situation of economically active companies in division by types of economic activities, types of real estates and regions. The statistical business register has achieved the compliance with the existing EU requirements. 

In order to update the statistical business register, the data from CSB’s reports, information from the State Revenue Service and SIA “Lursoft IT”, which is the holder of the data basis of the Enterprise Register, Bank of Latvia and other external sources is used.

Preparing for the new EU requirements concerning the development of joint business register system for statistical needs that contains information on groups of companies, legal units, separate characteristic indicators of local units, the supplement and improvement of the data basis of the statistical business register is started.

For the classification of economically active companies according to the requirements of the 1995 ESA the recommended methodology is used, and the list of institutions of the general government and financial intermediation sector is maintained. 

Agriculture statistics comprises data collection, summarisation, information preparation and analysis concerning the economic processes in sectors of agriculture and fish farming.

The agriculture statistics provides for information on sowing areas, number of farm animals, production of crop farming and livestock products, structure of agricultural farms, employment and specialisation, provision with agricultural machinery, utilisation of fertiliser and purchase of agricultural products, their sale prices and price indices. The data are prepared for Latvia in general, as well as in a breakdown by regions and districts. This field is governed by 34 EU laws and regulations in the area of agriculture statistics and by 13 - in the area of fish farming. 

Information on previously mentioned fields is obtained by conducting complete surveys of agricultural companies, as well as performing sample surveys at farms of residents. The survey of the structure of agricultural farms is conducted twice a year, but the Agriculture Census (the next Agriculture Census is due in 2010) is performed according to the requirements of laws and regulations every ten years. In order to reduce the costs of surveys and fulfil wishes of respondents, telephone interviews, which will be applied more extensively in future, are used for obtaining information from agricultural farms. 

The Statistical Farm Register was established in 1999 to implement the selection of farms included in surveys and has been regularly maintained and improved. The information of register is regularly updated with information from the Cadastral Register of the SLS, OCMA and different statistical surveys. 

In order to reduce the burden on respondents, the work is started to provide that the data of different administrative registers are used for statistical purposes (IACS, Register of Herds and Animals, Biological Farm Register, Milk Quota Register etc.) and to ensure the link with the Farm Register.

Environmental protection statistics includes summarisation and dissemination of statistical data on capital investments for environment protection in a breakdown by environmental sectors and funding sources, as well as on regular costs for environment protection in a breakdown by environmental sectors, and the statistical data on the operation of nature reserves. Since 2007 also the data on agricultural waste, forestry costs and purchasing prices of timber have been summarised. Statistical indicators of environmental protection are collected according to the degree of detailed elaboration and dissemination deadlines set out in the Regulation No. 58/97 (20 December 1996) concerning business structural statistics. Starting from 2003, the data on investments for environmental protection, including the internal and external investments of the production process in division by environmental sectors and funding sources are summarised taking into account amendments to the above Regulation. 

Requirements of the European Union in the field of statistics, for which the CSB is responsible, are fulfilled completely. Also the Latvian Environment, Geology and Meteorology Agency, as well as the State Forest Service are involved in the preparation of state statistics.

One of the tasks in the field of environment statistics to be implemented in the nearest future is the development of environmental accounts system in cooperation with the Latvian Environment, Geology and Meteorology Agency and the Ministry of Agriculture. By 2007 for the first time in Latvia “Environmental Accounts for Costs of Environmental Protection” and “Forest Accounts” were prepared as projects funded by the EU (to be finished in 2007). In future it would be important to continue the undertaken preparation of environmental accounts, as well as acquire new sectors of environmental accounts.

Energy statistics comprise the summarisation of statistical data on energy resources, operation of CHP plants, production of electric power and thermal energy and costs of energy resources.

According to the international methodology, classifications and dissemination deadlines the data on the movement of energy resources are collected and summarised every month. In order to provide for monthly information (of EUROSTAT and IEA) to full extent, since 2007 monthly collection and summarisation of the data on the delivery of petroleum products to ships and airplanes has begun, as well as administrative data sources (monthly information of the SRS on the turnover of petroleum products) have been used. 

A new type of report on the production of thermal energy and the level of fuel consumption units was introduced in cooperation with the Danish Energy Agency. Energy balance is one of the most significant indicators of the country’s economic development and the main product of energy statistics. To provide full compliance with requirements of the EUROSTAT and IEA, the CSB continues detailed elaboration of items of the energy balance and improvement of the quality of indicators in a breakdown by energy resources and sectors. For the production of accurate data on all sectors of the energy balance, in 2007 the survey of energy resources is conducted in households. 

Since 2003 full compliance with the Council Directive (90/377/EEC) (29 June 1990) concerning the Community Procedure is provided to promote the openness regarding gas and electricity prices that are set for direct users in the industry. Starting from December 2004 the requirements of the European Parliament and Council Directive 2004/8/EC (11 February 2004) on the promotion of cogeneration based on a useful heat demand in the internal energy market have been fulfilled. In accordance with the European Parliament and Council Directive 2006/32/EC “On energy end-use efficiency and energy services, repealing Council Directive 93/76/EEC” EUROSTAT will elaborate the list of energy efficiency indicators in 2007, and preparation of these indicators will be carried out in 2008.

In order to provide the implementation of the Kyoto Protocol, every year regular completion of annual surveys of international statistical and energy organisations on petroleum products, solid energy resources, natural gas, electricity and thermal energy, renewable energy resources is ensured, simultaneously following the changes of their methodology and introducing additional indicators to the existing statistical reports.

By executing the Minutes No. 63 of the CoM of the Republic of Latvia of 16 November 1999 “On Situation in the Country Starting the Heating Season” the preparation of information on reserves of energy resources as of 1 October is implemented.

Transport statistics summarises information on carriage of freight and passengers, operation of ports and airports, the length of traffic routes and main pipes, number of vehicles and road accidents. 

The data on volumes of freight and passenger carriage by the railway transport are produced by collecting monthly information from all companies in the respective sector. In 2006 the quality of railway transport and its compliance with the definition set out in the Regulation 91/2003 was improved. The methodology of the survey of freight motor transport and the obtained results fully comply with the Council Regulation 1172/98.

The information on ships arriving at ports and received freights is obtained in electronic form. The system of data production and further processing complies with the requirements of the Council Directive 95/64/EC (8 December 1995) on statistical returns in respect of carriage of goods and passengers by sea. In order to account for passengers, freights and mail carried by aircrafts, the information summarised according to the European Parliament and Council Regulation (EC) No. 437/2003 is used. Starting from 2007, the data quality control and transmission programme GENEDI will be introduced to the sea and air transport statistics. 

Requirements of the Council Regulation (EEC) No. 1108/70 (4 June 1970) introducing an accounting system for expenditure on infrastructure in respect of transport by rail, road and inland waterway and the following changes on the indicators under the CSB’s responsibility are completely fulfilled. 

To obtain information on the passenger flow in the territory of Latvia, the CSB plans to conduct a survey in 2008 on movement of population.

Tourism statistics reflects information on the operation of hotels, other accommodation sites, travel agencies, as well as the information on travellers and their habits.


Two regular surveys are conducted: the survey of persons crossing borders and survey of residents on travelling. Starting from 2007, the CSB conducts the survey of population on travelling by using laptops during interviews. Starting from 2008, it is planned to conduct this survey by using also telephone interviews. One of the future tasks in the field of tourism statistics is the establishment of satellite accounts in cooperation with the MoE and other state institutions. 

Employment statistics provides domestic and international data users with the characteristic information on the labour market concerning the economic activity of residents, employment, working hours, unemployment, etc.

 The information is obtained by the continuous sample survey of labour force in their households. In 2006 implementation of computerised interviews for the survey of labour force was started, as a result of which the quality of survey data has significantly improved, but the deadlines of publishing results – considerably reduced. Along with the establishment of the Centre of Telephone Interviews in April 2007 a part of survey interviews are conducted over telephone.

In order to provide information for the model of medium-term and short-term forecasting of the labour market, according to the Clause 7 of the Paragraph 41 under the protocol decision of the meeting of the CoM held on 25 July 2006 starting from 2007, the sampling of the labour force survey is increased more than twice and comprises 25 thousand households.

Wage statistics includes the information of businesses, institutions, associations, funds and foundations on the number of employees, the worked and paid working hours costs of labour force, wages, vacancies according to both short-term statistics and annual surveys or combining together quarterly data over the year. Within the framework of the short-term statistics every quarter the information on the costs of labour force per hour, indices of labour force costs, the number of occupied and vacant positions, the average monthly and total wage is provided. Every four years a complete survey of labour force, as well as the survey of the wage structure, is conducted according to the EU laws and regulations. The Wage Statistics Section also performs calculations of EU structural indicators of women’s and men’s wages and tax rates for recipients of low wages and calculations of the specific indicator concerning changes of civil servant wages in accordance with the methodology of the EUROSTAT.

Starting from 2008, it is planned to begin annual collection and publication of the data of the survey on the wage structure for October during years, when the EU survey is not conducted (starting with the survey for October 2007), which will provide an opportunity to analyse the wages within different groups and their combinations in breakdown by gender, age, educational level, profession and type of economic activities more often than every four years, as well as simultaneously obtain information on the breakdown of the number of employees by the amount of wage. 

Since the survey on the wage structure contains information on employees of companies, starting from 2008, along with the calculations of the average wage also calculations of the wage median and decimals will be performed and published. 

Statistics on living conditions ensures summarisation and publicising of the information on social protection of residents, violations of law and undesirable effects in the society, ways of spending time, statistics of gender comparison, as well as observance of children’s rights. 

Mainly the information of other state institutions and data from administrative sources etc. are used for the preparation of information within the framework of standard of living statistics. ESSPROS is conducted in cooperation with EUROSTAT and our state institutions.

In the field of population statistics the EUROSTAT, European Council, UN and domestic users are provided with the data of demographic and migration statistics almost in full volume. Collection of statistical data is based on recommendations by the United Nations Economic Commission for Europe and EUROSTAT concerning the census of population and housings within the cycle of 2000 and recommendations by the UN in the field of interstate migration statistics.

Data sources to be used for the development of population statistics differ quite considerably from the data sources used in other statistical domains. Main data sources are: municipal registry offices, courts, the OCMA of the Ministry of Interior and other state and municipal institutions. The analysis of the data produced allows concluding that these data are of high quality and reliable. 

Significant changes have taken place in regard to technologies for statistical data collection in the field of population statistics that were mainly related to the local statistics sections to be reorganised taking over the functions in collecting and processing the data of the civil status registry. The new system for input and processing of demographic statistical data established and introduced ensures preparation of the necessary data and development of sampling sets for surveys. 


The most important statistical project to be periodically implemented in the field of population statistics is the population census. According to the Law “On Population Census” this process must be conducted at least every ten years. The population census requires considerable financial and human resources. However, it is the only approach of statistical observation to obtain the information on population, their housing in a breakdown by administrative territories or in even more detailed territorial division necessary for the public administration, planning, regional development, scientific research and the whole society. In order to improve operation of the next population census, within the framework of preparatory process organisational changes were introduced to the composition of the Social Statistics Department, and a separate section was established for implementation of preparatory works. 

Culture, education, science and health statistics includes information necessary for the assessment of development processes and elaboration of further development policy, as well as for informing the society on the situation in these areas. 

Both administrative data sources and survey data are used for collection and preparation of information. New classifiers and methods are introduced in cooperation with the respective institutions to be able to completely integrate in the joint EU statistical system. 

The statistical information in the field of culture, education, science and health statistics is regularly transmitted to the EUROSTAT, European Council, UN and other data users. The acquisition of necessary statistical information from other state and municipal institutions is coordinated within our area of competence. The section is responsible for introduction of Regulations concerning statistics on innovations, research and professional training in companies. 

The Regulation that will fully comprise the health statistics, as well as the Regulation in regard to establishment and improvement of education and lifelong learning statistics, is in draft form.

The development of household budget statistics in accordance with the international methodology was started in 1995 by introducing the HBS. In order to improve the compliance of survey data with EUROSTAT requirements, the survey methodology was enhanced in 2001. The only indicator, the compliance of which with EUROSTAT requirements is not achieved, is income from the housing occupied by the owner (estimated rent). In 2006 the work was started to establish methodology for calculations of the above mentioned indicator. 

An increasing necessity for timely and qualitative information on different aspects of material welfare exists in the society. It is also reflected by the wish of the European Commission (EC) Directorates-General to receive and use the data from household budget surveys. Also the implementation of consumer rights protection policy requires provision of regular information. The data from household budget  surveys are used for calculation of the consumption price (inflation) index, as well as for the system of national accounts. So far the HBS has been the only data source for the calculation of monetary Laeken indicators and structural indicators of social cohesion.

According to the requirements of the Decision No. 50/2002/EC of the European Parliament and Council of 7 December 2001 and 8 respective Regulations EU member states must provide the information on the allocation of income, poverty level and social exclusion. For summarisation of such information the Community statistics regarding income and living conditions is introduced, as a result of which the survey on population income and living conditions is started. 

The introduction of EU-SILC in Latvia is made difficult by the fact that its organisation involves an insufficient number of employees, who must simultaneously work on both the particular annual survey and preparation of the next annual survey (starting from 2006, it will be necessary to work simultaneously with two operations of EU-SILC, but starting from 2007 – with three operations).

The information necessary for the provision of social statistics is mainly obtained by the help of the CSB’s Interviewer Service that conducts statistical surveys of natural persons and households and coordination of the management of these surveys. In 2007 the Interviewers Service conducts 10 surveys covering more than 70 thousand households. In 2006 changes were introduced to the organisation of interviewers’ work: interviewers use portable computers, when performing surveys of labour force and surveys on population’s income and living conditions. Furthermore, the data transmission and reception system has been improved. In 2007 telephone interviews of respondents have been started for conducting the labour force survey and the survey of population on travelling. The above mentioned innovations increase the quality of data and reduce the time of data processing. 

In the field of statistical methodology and organisation the main task is coordination of statistical information processes within the statistical system and the country in general. This process applies to all CSB’s sections and departments, and it is quite closely related to other state institutions. It takes the form of centralized supervision of preparing the set of instruments for statistical observations to be implemented within the framework of the CSB’s system, annual registration of the set of instruments for data collection of other state institutions, preparation of the VSIP project defined in the Official Statistics Law of the Republic of Latvia and submission of it for approval to the Cabinet of Ministers and coordination of the operation of the Unified Economic Information Classification System. Simultaneously, separate tasks are carried out, for example, organisation of summarising the data of regional and urban statistics, identification of the circle of respondents to be involved in statistical observation, updating the information of ISDPMS metadata etc. 

The regional information required by the domestic users is prepared in close cooperation with CSB’s statistical sections and according to the annual National Programme of Statistical Information. In 2004 a special section “Regional Statistics” accounting all statistical information available in the country in a breakdown by statistical regions was developed within the VSIP. The field of statistical methodology and organisation is characterised by high compliance with EU requirements. The operation is governed by several EU Regulations that are completely observed. However, amendments are made to the EU laws and regulations, and new laws and regulations are adopted, therefore maintenance of statistical information in compliance with the EU requirements is constantly continued. Most of the regional indicators are calculated and transmitted to the EUROSTAT in accordance with the requirements of modules of the Statistical Requirements Compendium. 

In order to increase the efficiency of the CSB’s operation, processes of preparing the statistical data are improved, and the use of information technology solutions is extended. The CSB mainly uses the Microsoft software. The largest data arrays are saved and processed in the environment of Microsoft SQL data base servers. Work stations use the software package of Microsoft Windows 2000/XP and Microsoft Office 2000. For performance of analytical statistical calculations special software licences, for example, SPSS, Sudan, SAS, were purchased. 

The local computer network servicing 610 computers is constantly improved and more than 500 users work within this network. The speed of data transmission accounts for 100/1000 Mb/s. The CSB’s private virtual network of data exchange is developed, thus providing persistent information exchange among the CSB and its regional structural units. 

The development of the ISDPMS now introduced and used begun in 1997. By the beginning of 2007 processing of the data of 80 statistical reports was performed within the ISDPMS environment. In 2004 the system was supplemented with the module of electronic data collection “e-Report” that provides fro respondents the opportunity to fill in statistical reports online. At the beginning of 2007 it was possible to fill in 49 statistical reports online. 

The extension of ISDPMS options was completed in 2006 introducing to the system an opportunity to process classifiers as a variable and thus providing the processing of INTRASTAT data within the system. Improvement of the statistical enterprise register is finished increasing its functionality to comply with the EU requirements. 

6 years have passed since the introduction of the CSB’s ISDPMS, therefore the standard platform of software (MS Server 2000, MS SQL SERVER 2000, MS INFORMATION SERVER 2000 un MS OFFICE 2000), on the basis of which it has been elaborated and is operating, has become outdated. Taking into account that all processing of economic statistical data is done within the framework of this system (78 reports in 2006) it is necessary to perform the reprogramming of the ISDPMS system using the latest platforms of MS data bases (MS SQL SERVER 2005), as well as ensure the improvement of the system’s functionality according to the experience in previous operation. 

To reduce the number of paper documents that must be stored and delivered to the archive the Electronic Data Archiving System has been developed; it ensures the opportunity to prepare the data of statistical reports in electronic form and deliver them to the State Archive by using compact discs as media of data transmission. In 2006, 80 reports for 2003 in electronic form were delivered to the State Archive using the EDA system.

In order to provide for efficient information exchange and mutual communication of employees in the institution, the CSB’s e-administration system developed on the basis of Lotus Notes programmes was implemented. Approximately 50 data bases, including the internal system for circulation of documents, operate on the basis of this platform. 

The information necessary for CSB’s data users is available on the Web site with detailed data bases, in the information centre through statistical publications, information requests and press releases. 

The main medium for data dissemination is the CSB’s Web site and the statistical data bases available there developed already at the beginning of 2003. Initially they were available only to subscribers, but since October 2004 all interested persons can obtain the data free of charge without previous registration (subscription). It must be emphasised that the rate of use – the number of viewed and downloaded tables – increases by 50% every year. In 2005, 17 thousand tables were viewed per month on average, while in May 2007 – already more than 60 thousand.

The development of the new version of the CSB's Web site improved in terms of technologies and content was completed at the end of 2006. The main improvement in terms of technology was related to the development of the content management system, but in regard to content - statistical data bases have been integrated in the content of the Web site, the CSB’s system of subscription to press releases has been implemented, and the system for ordering publications has been improved. 

It must be noted that along with the increasing use of data bases available on the CSB’s Web site the demand for statistical publications in hard-copy format has reduced. It especially refers to the short-term and specialised statistical publications that are applied by a limited scope of users; therefore the demand for them is low. 

The CSB ensures reflection and dissemination of all most significant socio-economic indicators by using statistical publications. In addition state institutions and other interested persons can subscribe to statistical publications, but they receive separate publications free of charge. 

The CSB offers to interested persons the opportunity to receive electronic versions of almost all hard-copy publications using e-mail and other electronic media of data transmission for distribution of publications.

Lately data users have become more interested in anonymised data files of personal surveys concerning results of different surveys that are used for scientific studies, economic analyses, and implementation of various international projects.

In order to promote the use of statistical information, the CSB has established 24 Information Centres – 1 in Riga and the rest in 23 districts of Latvia. Data users can obtain the necessary information, as well as receive advice from qualified specialists on issues of methodology, data preparation and availability of indicators in information centres. 

The current model of the operation of information centres with representative body in every district of Latvia is convenient for users, since it facilitates data preparation and consultation process for residents in regions. The provision of services for readers is mainly ensured by the CSB’s Information Centre in Riga that renders services to 2/3 of the total number of clients. 

Analysing the consultations provided to clients and the indicators prepared lately, it has been concluded that the interest in indicators of other countries, especially the European Union, is increasing. Taking into account the increasing interest of data users, on 1 January 2005 the EUROSTAT Statistical Data Support Centre was established in cooperation between CSB and EUROSTAT. Its purpose is to help statistical data users to use the statistical information resources of the EUROSTAT available on the Web independently and free of charge. Within the framework of this project a Web site for EUROSTAT services and publications has been developed, and information brochures on the data at EUROSTAT disposal and opportunities of using them for potential data users have been prepared and distributed. Informative brochures on opportunities of data acquisition, as well as on popular statistical indicators characterising the role of Latvia in the European Union have been prepared and distributed in 2006. 458 data users have been provided support and consultations in acquiring statistical indicators of the European Union member states.

To regularly improve the data quality by using administrative data sources, coordinated and internationally recognised methodology and data collection technologies.

To take into account the burden on respondents for completing reports, regularly improve principles for organisation of surveys and develop the use of administrative sources for summarisation of statistical data;

The use of data is ensured by preparing and offering users statistical indicators and data description in conveniently usable form.

In order to provide monthly and quarterly calculations of data, the indicator “total volume of transactions”, which in some enterprises describes the statistical indicator “turnover”, will be used.  


Data from the Register of State Social Insurance Agency subordinated to the Ministry of Welfare – the information on state pensions and benefits will be received (starting from 2008); data of the Register of the State Revenue Service subordinated to the Ministry of Finance – the information on mandatory social insurance contributions and paid income tax (starting from 2008), which will not be repeatedly requested during the survey “Community Statistics on Income and Living Conditions” (EU-SILC), will be received.


Information from the Register of Milk Quotas of the Agricultural Data Centre – the amount of purchased milk, its value, percentage of dairy fat, the content of proteins in percentage (starting from 1 January 2007).


Information from the Animal Register of the Agricultural Data Centre on the herds and numbers of cattle, horses, sheep and goats registered by natural persons and legal entities (starting from 2008).


Information from the IACS Register on sowing areas declared by natural persons and legal entities for the receipt of payments (starting from 2008).


Information from the Register of Biological Agriculture Farms of the Ministry of Agriculture on sowing areas of biological agriculture farms, number of domestic animals and agricultural production (starting from 2010).


Data from the Population Register of the Office of Citizenship and Migration Affairs subordinated to the Ministry of the Interior – they will be increasingly used in preparation of demographical statistics and statistics of population’s migration, as well as in the formation of samples for different statistical surveys of persons and households.
