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Purpose: 

The regional workshop on gender statistics is intended to train national statisticians on the production and use of gender statistics.  The key objectives are to:

· Promote the integration of a gender perspective into national statistical systems with the aim of improving the availability and quality of gender statistics; 

· Introduce the Minimum Set of Gender Indicators and provide advice on how national statisticians can collect data for and compile these indicators, within specific regional and national contexts;

· Present the training modules developed on the basis of the new UN Gender Statistics Manual: Integrating a Gender Perspective into Statistics and strengthen the capacity of national statisticians to apply international concepts and methods for gender statistics; 

· Exchange and share good practices and lessons learned on gender statistics among national statistical offices.
In addition, the workshop will be an opportunity to introduce the Statistical Indicators for Human Rights Reporting framework and provide advice on the collection, compilation and analysis of these indicators, applied to specific HR reporting instruments.
