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SUMVARY

At its twenty-ninth session, the Statistical Conm ssion adopted revised
i nternational recommendations for (a) construction statistics, (b) internationa
trade statistics, (c) international migration statistics, and (d) popul ati on and
housi ng censuses. The Conm ssion al so adopted a revised Central Product
Cl assification.

In following up the statistical inplications of recent major United Nations
conferences, the Conm ssion adopted the M nimum National Social Data Set
(MNSDS), consisting of 15 indicators. The Comi ssion enphasized that the
15 MNSDS i ndi cators should be considered as a mininumand not a maxi num|ist of
i ndicators, and invited users to build on MNSDS to neet national needs and
circunstances, as well as requirenents in specific fields.

The Conmi ssion reviewed a nunber of initiatives that groups of countries
and international organizations are undertaking on a range of critical issues in
econonic statistics, such as best practices for official statistics,
gl obalization, informal sector statistics and other issues. |In particular, the
Conmi ssi on

(a) Agreed on the need to conduct an evaluation of the Internationa
Conparison Programe (I CP) to address the reservations held by sone countries
about I CP inplenentation and the uses of ICP results, and to seek ways to
i mprove the credibility of |CP data;

(b) Appointed a steering cormittee to supervise the eval uation process.

The Conmi ssion agreed that the Task Force on Industrial and Construction
Statistics had largely acconplished its goals and should therefore be
di scontinued. It also agreed that the task forces on national accounts,
international trade statistics, environnent statistics, service statistics and
finance statistics (the latter with an amendment to its terns of reference)
shoul d continue their work.

The Conmi ssion supported a draft recommendation that will be before the
Council of the Wbrld Custons Organi zation in June 1997, requesting all countries
that use the Harnmoni zed Commpdity Description and Codi ng Systemto supply their
international trade statistics to the United Nations Statistics Division. In
addi ti on, the Conm ssion established a small group of countries and
organi zations to exam ne the feasibility of holding a seminar or symposium on
good practices in the area of technical cooperation

The Conmi ssion al so established a group of countries to explore new
approaches to the structure and operation of the Statistical Comm ssion, as wel
as to the rel ationship between the regional comi ssions and the Statistica
Conmi ssion and other international organizations.

The Conmi ssion encouraged all actors in the international statistica
systemoperating in the various fields of statistics, particularly the city



groups, * task forces and other ad hoc groups, to make use of current
conmuni cati ons technol ogy, such as conputer bulletin boards, so as to
di ssenminate information widely and quickly to others who mi ght be interested.

The Conmi ssi on endorsed the proposed work programme of the United Nations
Statistics Division for the biennium 1998-1999. It also endorsed the proposa
of the ACC Subcomrittee on Statistical Activities to develop a pilot integrated
presentation of statistical work plans for use by international agencies and the
regi onal conmi ssions for coordi nati on purposes.
