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Purpose and nature of ICATUS
The proposed ICATUS is intended to be a standard classification of all activities that the general population may spend time on. Its main purpose is to provide a basis for producing meaningful statistics on time use in order to meet both national objectives as well as cross-national and cross-temporal comparative needs. 
ICATUS is intended to serve as a standard activity classifications for time-use statistics applicable to both developing and developed countries. It builds on existing national and regional classifications and a consideration of the experiences of both developed and developing countries. 

A main goal in the development of ICATUS is to enable statisticians and researchers to delineate more precisely the boundaries of economic and non-productive activities and to measure all forms of work including unremunerated work. The proposed ICATUS is designed to be consistent with existing standard classifications in labor and economic statistics. The underlying objective is the integration of time use statistics with official social and economic statistics.
