ers Manual continued with increased 

intensity.  

Third meeting of the EG-IMTS 

In its third virtual meeting on the update 

of the IMTS Compilers Manual from 21 

September to 4 November 2011 the 

Expert Group on International Merchan-

dise Trade Statistics (EG-IMTS) reviewed 

the initial drafts of the second set of 

nine chapters of the updated IMTS Com-

pilers Manual provided by the United 

Nations Statistics Division (UNSD).  

Meeting on compilation issues  

From 6-9 December 2011 a meeting on 

compilation issues of IMTS 2010 was 

organized by the UNSD in cooperation 

with and hosted by the Instituto Nacion-

al de Estadística y Geografía (INEGI) of 

Mexico in Mexico City. This meeting re-

viewed the first full draft of the revised 

IMTS Compilers Manual with all its chap-

ters and gathered country experiences 

and good practices in the IMTS data 

compilation for inclusion in the Manual. 

Specifically, this meeting focused on 

making improvements to the draft chap-

ters, providing additional information 

and filling gaps and giving overall guid-

ance on how to improve the text and the 

Manual.  

Fourth meeting of the EG-IMTS and sub-

mission to the Statistical Commission 

At its fourth and final virtual meeting 

from 20 December 2011 - 19 January 

2012 the EG-IMTS endorsed the draft 

IMTS Compilers Manual subject to multi-

ple amendments and clarifications. Sub-

sequently, UNSD is updating the first full 

draft of the IMTS Compilers Manual, 

taking into account the comments and 

inputs received during and after the 

Mexico meeting (as listed in the report 

of the Mexico meeting), generating a 

second full draft. This second full draft 

of the revised IMTS Compilers Manual 

will be provided to the 43rd session of 

the UN Statistical Commission, which 

takes place from 28 February to 2 

March 2012, as a background docu-

ment for information.

2010 ITSY, Volume II – Trade by Com-

modity presents detailed tables showing 

2010 international trade data for a total 

of 258 commodities (3-digit SITC groups) 

based on data provided by 141 coun-

tries (areas), representing 97.3% of 

world trade of 2010 (as available by mid 

of November 2011). In addition Volume 

II contains eleven world trade tables cov-

ering trade values and indices with data 

up to 2010. All tables of Volume II were 

made available electronically at http://

comtrade.un.org/pb/ on 14 December 

2011, shortly after the completion of the 

manuscript. 

The 2010 International Trade Statistics 

Yearbook (2010 ITSY) is being issued in 

two volumes which were prepared at 

different points in time during 2011. Vol-

ume I -Trade by Country has been com-

piled early in 2011 (in May 2011) to al-

low for an advanced release of an over-

UNSD, in cooperation with Eurostat and 

Statistics Lithuania, organized a seminar 

on merchandise trade statistics for coun-

tries of Eastern Europe and Central Asia 

from 26 to 30 September in Vilnius, Lithua-

nia. This seminar focused on the imple-

mentation of the new recommendations for 

international merchandise trade statistics 

(IMTS 2010) with emphasis on linking 

trade and other economic statistics. The 

seminar reviewed the updated and new 

recommendations on IMTS and discussed 

country practices in data compilation and 

the possible implementation of the new 

recommendations and data elements con-

tained in IMTS 2010. In addition, potential 

issues and possible contributions for the 

updated IMTS Compilers Manual were dis-

cussed. All chapters of IMTS 2010 were 

covered. Special focus was given to linking 

trade and business statistics as a follow-up 

to the Global Forum on Trade Statistics 

which suggested to increase the relevance 

of trade statistics by linking it with business 

and other statistics.

YO U  HAV E  AS K E D  U S :  

Since its first edition in January 2005, the 

newsletter on International Trade Statistics 

regularly contained answers to questions 

sent in by users of the trade statistics pro-

vided by the United Nations Statistics Divi-

sion via its UN Comtrade database and 

related outputs and publications. A total of 

39 questions have been replied to since 

2005. The questions covered can be bro-

ken down into questions regarding general 

concepts for trade statistics, questions on 

partner county, questions on classification, 

questions on data and metadata and ques-

tions regarding the functionality of UN 

Comtrade, although often those aspects 

cannot be strictly separated. The below 

table shows the questions that have been 

asked over time concerning general con-

cepts for trade statistics, partner country 

and classification, and indicates in which 

issue of the newsletter they have been cov-

ered. The next edition of this newsletter will 

provide the list of questions asked regard-

ing data and metadata and the functionali-

ty of UN Comtrade.

Commodity classification     

When do I have to use which system of classification? I do not know if I should take SITC 

Rev.1 or HS2002, for example. Could you please tell me which classification is normally 

used? 6 Sep-06 

Are there any statistics available about capital, intermediate, and consumption goods, as 

well as their share in world trade? 7 Dec-06 

We are preparing our computer system to comply with the adoption of HS2007 and there 

are quite a number of tasks involved in this preparation. How can we obtain the HS2007-

SITC Revision 4 correspondence? 7 Dec-06 

Regarding the HS classification, will I always find a 6 digit detailed commodity code in the 

trade data? Can it happen that there is only one subcategory (at 6 digit level) within a 5 

digit code? For example, a case would be for code 12333. 9 Jun-07 

Is it possible to find cases where subcategories of SITC do not add up the next higher cate-

gory level? 9 Jun-07 

We are looking at Petroleum naphtha (the code in the Harmonized System, 1992 is 

271016). No data is available after 2005 and we do not know which code to search, be-

cause 271016 has disappeared.  We are also looking at two other categories, namely 

gasoline and gas oil.  What are the current codes for recent data on theses commodities? 

Can you also explain why the codes change and if it does result in the re-classification of 

certain commodities? 13 Jun-08 

Are most of the countries already using the SITC, Rev. 4? 13 Jun-08 

What are the commodity classifications available in UN Comtrade? 13 Jun-08 

There is sometimes a difference in some 6-digit data extracted from UN Comtrade be-

tween the classification HS2002 (H2) and "As Reported" for the year 2008. Why is it so? 20 Mar-10 

Is there a conversion table from the Harmonized System (HS) to the International Standard 

Industrial Classification (ISIC)? 20 Mar-10 

When viewing the "As reported" import data for the United Kingdom for Chapter 88, the 

trade values appear to be consistent.  When the same data is fetched from the HS1996 

(H1) dataset, there is a very large drop in traded value between 2006 and 2007.  I have 

looked at the correlation tables between H1, H2 and H3 data, but I cannot understand why 

there is such a large discrepancy when data is converted from H3 to H1. 22 Sep-10
