Micro power plants

	1. How much of the production should be covered in order to get a “complete” picture of consumption and production of electricity?

In Norway the term micro power plant refers to hydro power stations. Should the discussion also be extended to other energy sources like wind power, solar energy etc?


	1. It may happen that 20% power plants are responsible for  80% production, in such cases bigger power plants may be included on 100% basis( census sector) and  small power plants may be covered on sample basis. 
2. Mathematically speaking 99.55% can be approximated to  100%.
3. In  India below 500 KW capacity electricity plants are not grid connected.  No data is being compiled for this category. However their contribution is also insignificant in the total power supply.
