Chapter 2:

As I have brought up several times, I do not think that the way

"energy sector" is used in these documents is correct.  Is it referring

to all energy produced and used or is it referring to energy industries.

If it is the latter, then why don't we say "energy industries".  This

would certainly clarify what is being referred to.  I think we also need

to discuss how many categories to have and what is meant by final energy

consumers.  I did not have the impression that we reached consensus on

either of these issues in the 1st vitural meeting (or in InterEnerStat

for that matter).

2.
Throughout the documents there are references to "energy

products" - I am not sure that this is the best term in English.  We

have used this as a short-cut in presenting the harmonized definitions

for InterEnerStat for products and flows, but I would not necessarily

use this in a formal document. 


"Energy product" can mean different things.  Some people

consider it synonomous with fuel and limit it to something that is

combusted, i.e. coal, oil, gas, waste.  There are a lot of other "energy

sources" such as geothermal, solar, nuclear and wind.  I am also not

sure whether electricity and heat should be considered products.  Other

people refer to "products" meaning only secondary energy such as "oil

products". Still others may make the distinction between "energy

products" and "non-energy products" such as lubricants or bitumen.


One solution would be to refer to "energy sources".  However,

sources is used differently in Chapter 7 on data collection and is more

in the sense of "data sources". 


If we do decide to keep "energy products" then we should define

what we mean as is done in Chapter 3.


After that, all the documents should be looked at again, for

example paragraph A2 reads, "which describes how energy products are

generated by human activities" - I would argue that it is just "which

describes how energy is generated by human activities".

3.
In paragraph A3, it states that the list in Chapter 6 should

serve as a reference for countries' data collection.  The list we are

compiling with InterEnerStat is for the energy balances.  There are a

quite a few flows missing from InterEnerStat that should also be

collected at the country level (see for example our annual oil

questionnaire).
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
