change; based on enhanced transparency framework and global 

stocktake (first taking place in 2023);

• Following IAEG-SDGs guidance on 2020 review and expectations;

• Working in consultation with relevant agencies;

• Aim to make proposals for 2020 review during 2nd half of 2019 for your 

consideration, against targets, in line with current proxies

- Parties should monitor and review their efforts, and provide information 
in their national communication on progress made and effectiveness of 
the NAP process



NDCs in 2020 – what is happening

• Parties whose INDC with a time frame up to 2025 to communicate 
by 2020 a new NDC and to do so every five  years thereafter

• Parties whose INDC with a time frame up to 2030 to 
communicate or update by 2020 the contribution and to do so 
every five years thereafter;

• The secretariat will prepare a synthesis report (1/CP.21, para. 25);

• All Parties are invited to communicate long-term low emission 
development strategies (1/CP.21, para. 35);
