The third Arab conference on geographical names held in Beirut 30-31 May 2007, discussed the
modification made to the transliteration alphabet adopted by the 2™ conference on standardizalion
(resolution 8/11) and issued a new Romanization system approved by the Arab league.

The UNGEGN working group on country names has worked on document containing entries for 192
countries, 22 of them are Arabic countries.

Arabic official names listed in this document and their trangliteration were adopted according to the
systemn issued by the resolution N® 8/1F 1972,

The aim of this paper is to correct the entries of the working paper N° 40 of the UNGEGN held in
Vienna, 28 March - 4 April 2006, concerning the Arab country names according to the new standard
of transliteration adopted in Beirut 2007,
