Gender statistics inform policy and programme decisions, and are critical for effective monitoring and
analyses of gender gains and gaps. The need and demand for gender statistics at the national, regional and
global level for systematic mainstreaming of a gender perspective within national statistical systems and in
the production of gender statistics remain unmet in many areas.
