- Census data need to be updated (conceptually and collection)
- Regular household surveys have sampling limitations
- Special surveys have been collected to characterize specific conditions
- Use of admin data – basically border control / some statistically processed

countries given legal frameworks vs statistical definitions
- Not specific characterization of vulnerable populations and mixed flows
- Lack of id to link several admin databases
