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The Program for Regional Gender Statistics was established in 1997.

At its 25th session in 2008, ESCWA adopted Resolution 286 (XXV) on the production of
gender statistics for the purposes of equality and women’s empowerment.

The program is implemented by the Statistical Policies and Coordination Unit of the
Statistics, Information Society and Technology Cluster at ESCWA.
