. The grouping of ‘traditional dwelling' includes the following categories: huts and structures made of traditional materials.

. The grouping of 'other' includes the following categories: caravans or tents.

- The proportion of households without proper sanitation (i.e. households that use the bucket toilet system or have no toilet)
has decreased over the period 1996-2011.

- The proportion of households living in formal dwellings has increased significantly. However, the share of
black African households living in formal dwellings remains lower than that of other population groups.
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
