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Over the past few years, demand for environmermahemic and ecosystem accounts from policy
makers and others has markedly increased. In tliepEan Union, legislation has been adopted
making it mandatory for countries to report on @ertmodules of the System of Environmental-
Economic Accounting (SEEA). Developing countriegdialso adopted national strategies calling for
the compilation of accounts. This demand has baghdr articulated at the international level. The
outcome document “The Future We Want” of the RiotRlted Nations Conference on Sustainable
Development called for the formulation of sustaleadevelopment goals (SDGs). The United
Nations, in close collaboration with member stadesl other relevant partners, is conducting an
inclusive process to develop and agree on the goalstargets to drive the post-2015 development
agenda, as well as corresponding SDG indicatonqdaitor progress. In this regard, the United
Nations Statistical Commission recognized the SE#SAan important statistical framework for the
Post 2015 Development Agenda and the Sustainablel@®ment Goals (SDGs) indicators at it§'45
session in 2014.

The focus of the panel discussion will be to highlight the opportunities and challenges faced by
national dstatistics offices and government agencies to derive SEEA-based information for
integrated policy making.
