= Any regional questionnaires should be
consistent with UNSD/UNEP and
OECD/Eurostat questionnaires



International Coordination of
Environment Statistics

UNSD is actively promoting coordination between
International and regional organizations through
the Inter-secretariat Working Group on
Environment Statistics (IWG-ENV).
