Outlines of the Biennial Transparency Report (BTR) and national inventory document (NID)
Training programme

Outstanding issues:

* Depth and scope of the information to be captured in the tables/formats
« How to reflect flexibility in the reporting tables/formats
» Interlinkages among agenda items (e.g. Article 6)

First BTRs are due by 31 December 2024 (poss. earlier)

Timing is important to provide Parties and secretariat sufficient time to finalize preparations
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
