At the 24th Session of the UN Group of Experts on Geographical Names in 2007, the Portuguese-
speaking Division of UNGEGN was established to provide a mechanism for encouraging the work 
of the eight countries sharing the Portuguese language.

participated at the III Conference on Statistics of the Commonwealth of Portuguese Speaking 
Countries.
