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The Concise Gazetteer of the Czech Republic is being elaborated by the Commission for Geographical Names
of the Czech Office for Surveying, Mapping and Cadastre and will be published by the Land Survey Office in
winter 2002/2003. It consists of the list of more than 6 000 names of settlements and non-settlement features, two
attached maps in the scale 1:500 000 and the instruction for use of the Czech geographical names. There are two
parts in the list: Part [ — The Names of Settlements of the Czech Republic; Part IT — The Names of Non-Settlement
Geographical Features of the Czech Republic.

Several added data are given there - the grammatical characteristics of names, the type of features, the location
of features. Firstly the genitive ending of names, stating of grammatical gender and derived adjective are to be
published there for better understanding. Secondly in order to their better identification the type and location of
features are being added. Only main types of geographical features are given: Towns, municipalities, parts of
towns (municipalities), mountains, mountain passes, abysses, caves, geomorphological areas (mountains, plains,
valleys), rivers, water canals, lakes, ponds, water reservoirs, protected landscape areas and national parks with
respective data of their sea-level, depth, length and area. Two items are used for the location of them: The
corresponding administrative units in the case of settlements (regions, districts) and protected natural areas
(regions), the geomorphological areas in the case of mounts, mountains and valleys, the water courses of higher
rank in the case of rivers and the corresponding water courses in the case of water reservoirs as well can always be
utilize, while the location by means of the map sheet lines can be made by the conjunction with the Basic Map of
the Czech Republic only. A scheme of map sheet lines will be attached.

Ways of multi-word names abbreviating are brought out in the supplemented instruction. Furthermore the
users will find the rules of writing and reading of the Czech names there. Finally they can also draw any useful
information from the small terminology glossary included in the gazetteer.
