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Tho comparative table below, originally prepared for preaantation ta tha U.S, 
Board on Geographio Names, depicts the faur romanization systcms for Arabic 
writing which were rccently devisad in Morocco, Tunisia, Mauritania, and Algeria, 
and which were disseminated to the members of the Working Group on Romanization 
by h!r N6déleo of that Group. Also citad aro the system adoptcd in resolution at 
the Second U.N. Conference in London in 1972, the original Arabic script, and the 
IGN system presanted to the first U.N. Conference in Ganeva in 1967 by Frenoe. 
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
