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Introduction

This publication presents current monthly economic
statistics for most of the countries and territories of the
world. In addition, each month a selection of tables shows
annual and/or quarterly data on subjects illustrating
important economic trends and developments. Some of
these tables are also published annually in the United Nations
Statistical Yearbook.

Sources

The statistics appearing in the Bulletin are obtained by
the Statistics Division of the United Nations and the
international statistical services from official sources in the
countries. International sources for the Bulletin include the
Food and Agriculture Organization of the United Nations,
International Civil Aviation Organization, International Civil
Service Commission, International Labour Office and the
International Monetary Fund.

Comparability of the data

Data definitions are provided for the statistical terms in
the tables. These present the internationally recommended
statistical terms and definitions in current use. Where
individual series differ fundamentally from the descriptions in
the note, the differences are indicated in footnotes.

Where a significant break in the homogeneity of a
particular national series occurs, the point at which the break
occurs is indicated by a horizontal/vertical line drawn across
the column and the nature of the change is described in a
footnote.

Revisions

Each issue contains all the revisions made in the figures
up to the date of publication of the Bulletin. In general,
figures for the latest months are to be regarded as provisional.

Time period

The statistics are presented in the form of time
series. As far as possible the figures are given for the
calendar years 1998-2008 inclusive and for the most recent
18 months. In general, the annual figures are expressed as
monthly averages; exceptions (e.g. most of the tables under
the International Merchandise Trade and Finance Sections)
are indicated.

Annual statistics for many of the tables shown in
the Bulletin are available in the Statistical Yearbook
prepared by the Statistics Division of the United Nations.
The Yearbook also contains many other tables as well as
a more comprehensive country coverage than the Bulletin.

Units of measurement

Metric units are used in all tables in which the data are
measured in weight, volume, length or area. The principal
British and United States equivalent units are given in
Annex I to this issue.

Rounding of figures

When necessary each figure has been rounded off to the
nearest final digit. For this reason there may be in some series
an apparent slight discrepancy between the sum of the
constituent items and the total as shown.

China, Macao SAR — Pursuant to the Joint Declaration
signed on 13 April 1987, Portugal restored Macao to the
People’s Republic of China with effect from 20 December
1999; the People’s Republic of China resumed the exercise
of sovereignty over the territory with effect from that date.

Technical notes: tables 4 and 5

Table 4: The indices of industrial production are classified
according to sections, divisions and combinations of divisions of the
International Standard Industrial Classification of All Economic Activities
(ISIC), Rev.4' for mining, manufacturing, electricity, gas and steam, water
supply and waste management activities as defined in sections B, C, D
and E of the classification. The indices indicate trends in value added in
constant prices. The measure of value added is the national accounting
concept, which is defined as gross output less intermediate consumption.
Each series is compiled by using the Laspeyres formula, that is, the indices
are base-weighted arithmetic means, where the weights used in the
calculation of the indices for a particular country are the value added
contributions to the gross domestic product (GDP) of the given industry
during the base year. The current weight base year is 2005 and value
added, generally at factor cost, is used in weighting. Ideally, every five
years, the base year is updated and the indices are rebased.

Within each of the ISIC categories (sections, divisions and
combinations of divisions) shown in the tables, the indices for the country
groupings are calculated directly from the individual provided country
data. The indices for the World, however, are calculated from the
aggregated indices for the groupings of developed and developing
countries.

Table 5: The national indices in this table are shown for the
categories “Mining”, “Manufacturing”, “Electricity, gas and steam” and
“Water; waste management”, corresponding to sections B, C, D and E of
ISIC Rev.4. Major deviations from ISIC in the scope of the indices for the
above categories are indicated in the titles or by footnotes to the table.

The indices for the category “‘General” are the combination of the
components shown and share all deviations from ISIC footnoted for the
component series. Therefore, ideally, this would cover the complete scope
of industrial statistics, namely ISIC Rev.4 sections B, C, D and E. For the
purpose of presentation, the national indices have been rebased to 2005 =
100, where necessary.

Table 6: The consumer price index (CPI) is a current
social and economic indicator that is constructed to measure
changes over time in the general level of prices of consumer
goods and services that households acquire, use or pay for
consumption.

A consumer price index is usually estimated as a series
of summary measures of the period-to-period proportional
change in the prices of a fixed set of consumer goods and
services of constant quantity and characteristics, acquired,
used or paid for by the reference population. Each summary
measure is constructed as a weighted average of a large
number of elementary aggregate indices. Each of the
clementary aggregate indices is estimated using a sample of
prices for a defined set of goods and services obtained in, or
by residents of, a specific region from a given set of outlets or
other sources of consumption goods and services.

Detailed explanations of the methods used to compute
the consumer price indices may be found on the ILO website
at: http://laborsta.ilo.org/.

The general and food consumer price indices are shown
in the table for each country.

Table 7: Producer prices are prices at which producers
sell their output on the domestic market or for export.

Producer price indices normally cover the prices of the
characteristic products of agriculture, forestry, and fishing,
mining and quarrying, manufacturing, and electricity, gas and
water supply. Prices are normally measured in terms of
transaction prices, including non-deductible indirect taxes less
subsidies, in the case of domestically produced goods and
import duties and other non-deductible indirect taxes less
subsidies in the case of imported goods.

The Laspeyres index number formula is generally used
and, for the purpose of the presentation, the national indices
have been recalculated, where necessary, on the reference base
2000=100.

The price indices for each country are arranged
according to the following scheme:
