ON THE ORGANISATION, QUALITY ASSURANCE AND DISSEMINATION OF OFFICIAL STATISTICS

implementing the provisions laid down in articles 10, 16 and 18 of the Law on Statistics of the Republic of Lithuania (Official Gazette, 1993, No 54-1048; 1999, No 114-3299; 2010, No 53-2596; 2010, No 137-6986) and articles 4, 5 and 11 and Chapter IV of Regulation (EC) No 223/2009 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 11 March 2009 on European statistics and repealing Regulation (EC, Euratom) No 1101/2008 of the European Parliament and of the Council on the transmission of data subject to statistical confidentiality to the Statistical Office of the European Communities, Council Regulation (EC) No 322/97 on Community Statistics, and Council Decision 89/382/EEC, Euratom, establishing a Committee on the Statistical Programmes of the European Communities (OJ 2009 L87, p. 164),
understanding that quality official statistics, produced under the Official Statistics Work Programme, is necessary for political and  economic decision-making at the national and European Union levels, assessment of the progress achieved, making the society aware of national demographic, social and economic processes, societal and environmental changes,
acknowledging the necessity and importance of cooperation with the Lithuanian Department of Statistics (hereinafter referred to as “Statistics Lithuania”) as an institution coordinating the production of official statistics in the country in the production, improvement and dissemination of  official statistics, as well as taking into account the aforementioned,
CONCLUDES THIS WRITTEN AGREEMENT WITH STATISTICS LITHUANIA:
1. Obligations of the Institution………………..
1.1. The Institution….. undertakes to, within its competence, submit proposals to Statistics Lithuania relating to the compilation of the Official Statistics Work Programme and carrying out the pieces of statistical work (surveys) established therein, ensuring the quality thereof and the accessibility of the statistical information produced:
1.1.1. to harmonise statistical forms with Statistics Lithuania and to register and publish the approved statistical forms in the Register of Legal Acts; 
1.1.2. to harmonise official statistical work (survey) methodologies with Statistics Lithuania and to ensure their accessibility to the society;
1.1.3. to monitor and assess labour and other costs incurred by respondents in relation to statistical data collection and provision and to implement their reduction measures;
1.1.4. to ensure the confidentiality of statistical data collected for the purposes of official statistics; 
1.1.5. to provide information for Statistics Lithuania for the compilation of the Official Statistics Portal calendar and, on its basis, to ensure the accessibility and relevance of statistical indicators and metainformation;
1.1.6. to provide statistical data and/or information required for the production of European statistics for the Statistical Office of the European Communities (Eurostat) by the deadlines and in the form established in the European Union legislation through the EDAMIS system;
1.1.7. to adhere to the principles of the European Statistics Code of Practice, to establish measures for the implementation of the provisions thereof, and to submit, on an annual basis, their implementation reports to Statistics Lithuania;
1.1.8. to provide, on an annual basis, by February 10th, for Statistics Lithuania information about the implementation of pieces of statistical work (surveys) established in the Official Statistics Work Programme and the progress achieved, required for the preparation of the Official Statistics Work Programme Implementation Report;
1.1.9. to cooperate with Statistics Lithuania on the issues of official statistics development and improvement.
2. Obligations of Statistics Lithuania 
2.1. To coordinate and implement the general State policy in the fields of the methodology and organisation of statistics:
2.1.1. to compile, on an annual basis, and to harmonise with the Institution ………. the Official Statistics Work Programme and its implementation report;
2.1.2. to harmonise statistical forms of the Institution ………. used for the production of official statistics and official statistical work (survey) methodologies;

2.1.3. to organise the Official Statistics Portal calendar compilation work; to ensure the functioning of the Official Statistics Portal and the release of statistical information produced under the Official Statistics Work Programme by the deadlines established in the Official Statistics Portal calendar;
2.1.4. to monitor the punctuality of the provision of statistical data and/or information required for the production of European statistics for Eurostat through the EDAMIS system;
2.1.5.  to coordinate the actions of the Institution ……….  in implementing the requirements set by the  European Statistics Code of Practice;

2.1.6.  to provide for the Institution ………. methodological assistance in the production of official statistics and the ensuring of its quality and provision for the society.
3. Validity of the agreement
3.1. The agreement shall become effective from the date of the signature thereof by the parties and shall be effective while the Institution ………. participates in the implementation of the Official Statistics Work Programme.
4. Force majeure 

4.1. Neither of the parties shall be liable for the non-fulfilment of any of its obligations if it proves that the non-fulfilment was conditioned by the circumstances beyond the control of the party, and these circumstances could not have been foreseen or avoided, or these circumstances or the consequences thereof could not have been surmounted.
4.2. The parties shall notify each other about the emergence of the circumstances defined in Paragraph 4.1 of the agreement within 10 working days of the emergence of such circumstances.
5. Other provisions 

5.1. All additional agreements and amendments shall be formalised in writing and, after having been signed by the parties, shall be considered as an integral part of this agreement.
5.2. The agreement shall be drawn up in 2 copies in Lithuanian, having the same legal power, and each party shall receive one copy.
