Regulation of Formation, Operating Procedures and Principles of Data Quality Control Board
CHAPTER ONE

Purpose, Scope, Grounds and Definitions

        Purpose 

         ARTICLE 1 –  (1) The purpose of this regulation is to regulate the formation, operating procedures and principles of Data Quality Control Board. The Data Quality Control Board is constituted to examine and evaluate the statistical work carried out by the headquarters and regional offices, works carried out for the production of statistics included in the Programme including whole process starting from the registers up to publication of data in terms of their scientific quality and compliance with the international standards and also performs quality control studies if needed. 

         Scope 

         ARTICLE 2 – (1) This Regulation includes official statistics produced within the frame of Turkish Statistics Law dated 10/11/2005 and numbered 5429.  

         Grounds 

         ARTICLE 3 – (1) This Regulation was prepared based on Turkish Statistics Law  No. 5429 dated 10/11/2005 and the provision of Article 41. 

         Definitions 
         ARTICLE 4 – (1) Terms in this Regulation refers to; 

         a) President: President of Turkish Statistics Institution, 

         b) Presidency: Presidency of Turkish Statistics Institution, 

         c) Quality Control: Studies for capturing the errors and deficiencies on data and data production processes              

         ç) Council: Statistical Council, 

         d) Board: Data Quality Control Board, 

         e) Institution and Organization: Institution and organizations producing satatistics included in the program,  

         f) Program: The Official Statistics Programme, 

         g) Official Statistics: information obtained by processing of collected data in order to estimate the population characters   

          that is compiled by Institution or institutions/organizations producing statistics on subject included in the program    

         ğ) Data: Quantitative and/or qualitative information obtained through surveys or adminisrative records 

CHAPTER TWO

The formation, Duties and Authorizations of the Board 

         The formation of the Board
         ARTICLE 5 – (1) The Board consists of five members respectively, board president to be appointed by President, Head of Methodology Depertment, at least two heads of implementation units depertments and at least one statistics counsellor. When the end of the primarly duties of board members, board memberships also will be ended.  

         (2) The number of Board members can not be more than nine. 

         (3) The Board’s secretarial service is carried out by Methodology Depertment. 

         (4) All kinds of current expenses such as tools, equipment and hardware related to the Board’s work are supplied from the budget of the Presidency.

         The duties of the Board 
         ARTICLE 6 – (1) The duties of the Board are as follows: 

         a) To determine the data quality control principles to be applied for all production processes of official statistics.

        b)  to examine the official statistics produced under the program scientifically, to monitor, examine and evaluate the statistics according to compliance with and the data quality principles, classification and standarts determinated.

         Authorizations of the Board 

         ARTICLE 7 – (1) The Board, within the framework of this Regulation, Article 6., is authorized to monitore, examine evaluate all statistical works carried out according to statistical pragramme and authorized to perfom quality control studies if it is needed. 

CHAPTER THREE

The Board’s Working Methods and Principles

         Board Meetings
         ARTICLE 8 – (1) The Board is met on the date to be determined by the Board’s Chair at least once a month.  

         (2) The Board may always be met an extraordinary session on call of the chair of Board. 

         (3) Representatives of units or institution/organizations, incuded in official statistics may also be invited to meetings. 

         (4) The Board shall decide on issues on the agenda.  

         (5) The Board convenes with a simple majority of the total number. The Board takes decisions by a majority of the participants. In case of equal votes, the majority considered the side of the Chair of Board.

         (6) Decisions taken by the Board and reports are submitted to the Presidency by signing all board members.. 

         Working groups 

         ARTICLE 9 – (1) Temporary or permanent working groups members can be assigned by Presidency to assist the work of the Board. 

         (2) The staff of relevant department and institution/organization representatives can be assigned to working groups if needed.  
         (3) Assignment of participate at other institution/organizations is made by their own institutions at the request of the Presidency.

         Working group reports 

         ARTICLE 10 –  (1) The working groups prepares a report about their task and present to Board. Board may request additional studies related presented report from the working groups.

         (2) Reports prepared by the working group evaluates at the Board. The Board submits the evaluation results on these reports to the Presidency.

         The implementation of Board decisions

         ARTICLE 11 – (1) The scientific work norms, standards set in the case of a compliance and needed to be taken for the improvement of data quality measures of study are clearly indicated in The Board's decision.

         (2) Board decisions notifies in writing to the relevant departments  or institution/organizations by presidential channel. The relevant departments or institutions/organizations conveys implementation plans and if their views on the Board’s decisions in a written statement within the time specified to the presidency. 

         (3) Board reports the activities taken to improve data quality to the presidency in each program period. Suggestions and proposals mentioned in the report takes on the agenda of Board and necessary evaluation results sents to institutions and organizations that to conduct of plan. 

CHAPTER FOUR

Miscellaneous and Final Provisions

        Privacy at work
         ARTICLE 12 – (1) 

Chairman and members of Board with staffs in the working group can not use the information and documents that they grips outside purpose, not give to any person or institutions/organizations outside authorities, not make a declaration to the press or news agencies. This rule continues after they leave their job. 

         Financial provisions 

         ARTICLE 13 – (1) Article 49. of Turkish Statistics Law No. 5429 shall apply about who assigned temporary duty within the scope duties of Board.

         (2) In the study groups, if there are staff appointed from other institutions/organizations, Their salary, grants, all raises and benefits with other financial and social rights and help are  paid by their own institutions.

         Force  

         ARTICLE 14 – (1) This Regulation shall enter into force on the date of publication.  

         Executive 

         ARTICLE 15 – (1) The provisions of this regulations shall be enforced by the Minister in bound of the Turkish Statistics Institute.
