In today's interconnected world, data have emerged as a cornerstone of modern society, driving
progress, innovation and informed decision-making across all sectors. From shaping public policies
to fueling scientific research and innovation, the availability and utilization of high-quality data have
become indispensable assets in addressing complex societal challenges and driving sustainable
development.

In the pursuit of sustainable development, data partnerships play a critical role in addressing
multifaceted challenges and advancing collective goals. Sustainable development encompasses a
wide array of interconnected issues, including poverty alleviation, healthcare access, environmental
conservation, gender equality, and economic growth. No single entity possesses the comprehensive
data necessary to tackle these complex issues alone, which makes data partnerships particularly
relevant in our current context.



Thematic Area 4 covers efforts to harness the data revolution and contribute to the implementation
of the Cape Town Global Action Plan for Sustainable Development Data to create more resilient
national data ecosystems that can weather crises during conflicts and emergencies. This plenary
session aims to focus on the key role partnerships play in a more equitable data ecosystem. Key
topics covered in the interventions will highlight the benefits of national statistical office leadership
toward improved coordination and cooperation mechanisms at all levels. Through sustainable
investments capacity and capability improvements can be leveraged and integrate statistical capacity
development into planning, strategic investment in statistical and data systems.

There are 19 parallel sessions under Thematic Area 4, addressing the various aspects of Effective
partnerships for better data and a more equitable data ecosystem.

The session will highlight how the updated Global Action Plan and the Commit to Data campaign
build up on effective national, regional and global partnerships are for better data and a more
equitable data ecosystem. These commitments are centered on fostering smart collaboration and
partnerships, integrating them not as one-off practices but as continuous and strategic components
at every stage of data value chain modernization—whether at the local, national, or global level.
It’s particularly encouraging to see a strong emphasis on smart financing and investment in
statistics, which is crucial for sustained progress. Additionally, the high volume of commitments
that prioritize bringing partnerships together such as those on gender environment nexus and
disability and inclusive reflects the growing recognition of the value of collective action in achieving
lasting impact.

Key objectives of the plenary session:

e Coordination: improve coordination and cooperation mechanisms within the data ecosystem
to assure optimal conditions for data development.

e Sustainable investment: to support data and statistical capacities, leveraging public-private
partnerships.

e Resilience: to maintain critical data and statistical services through disruptions and future
disasters.

This plenary session will include a panel discussion on some key initiatives being undertaken to
build partnerships to strengthen national statistical offices and enhance their capacity to deliver on
data and statistics for sustainable development. Initiatives, like the Power of Data, the upcoming
Finance for Development Forum (FfD4), and other opportune moments, will be showcased to
explore the different components needed to leverage data for economic and social impact.
